DOLE PUSHES FOR DEBATE, FAIR LEGISLATION ON VIDEO BILL

WASHINGTON -- Following the cancellation of a subcommittee vote
on a bill that would deal with a dispute over video tape
royalties, Kansas Senator Bob Dole today indicated that some
proposal should be examined by the full committee.
