Lt. Williams and Lt. Drew Brown III, who will also be 
visiting schools in the metro area, began speaking to high school 
students about the challenges of growing up as part of the Navy's 
"Personal Excellence Program." Now Reservists, the two 
lieutenants are pursuing individual careers, but have maintained 
their active schedule of speaking to at-risk youth. 

Earlier in the school year, Lt. Williams and Lt. Brown 
discussed the needs of at - risk youth with teachers in USO #259. 
The Wichita city schools then contracted to bring the two 
lieutenants back to Wichita on February 7-8 for presentations to 
students, parents and teachers. 

The BEST committee was asked to assist with financing 
presentations for Sedgwick County schools scheduled for February 
9. Each speaker normally charges a fee of $1000 per 
presentation. 
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
