NUNN RESOLUTION: A HOLIDAY FOR SADDAM

IT WILL NOT PRESERVE THE PEACE -- BUT INSTEAD MAKE WAR 

ALMOST INEVITABLE. 
THE NUNN RESOLUTION AND THE POLICY IT ENDORSES DOES THE

UNDER THE GUISE OF "GIVING SANCTIONS TIME TO WORK," IT

THE EXPERTS TELL US THAT SANCTIONS WILL NOT SIGNIFICANTLY

THEY WILL NOT GET SADDAM HUSSEIN OUT OF KUWAIT. 

AND THAT JUDGMENT IS BASED ON SANCTIONS BACKED UP BY AT 
LEAST SOME CREDIBLE THREAT OF USING FORCE. 

THE NUNN RESOLUTION WIPES OUT THAT CREDIBLE THREAT, AND 
TELLS SADDAM HUSSEIN: WE WILL NOT USE FORCE FOR MANY MONTHS. 

HE WILL USE THE NUNN RESOLUTION HOLIDAY TO DIG IN EVER MORE 
DEEPLY INSIDE KUWAIT. 

AS MUCH AS WE DON'T WANT TO THINK ABOUT THE ULTIMATE 
RESULT OF CONTINUED RELIANCE ON SANCTIONS, WITHOUT THE CREDIBLE 
THREAT OF FORCE -- WE MUST. IF WAR ULTIMATELY COMES, IT WILL

SUPPORTERS OF THE NUNN RESOLUTION HAVE ANGUISHED OVER THE 
LOSS OF LIFE IF WE GO TO WAR. THEY ARE ABSOLUTELY RIGHT. WE ALL 
SHARE THAT ANGUISH. 

SADDAM IS WATCHING 
BUT THEY HAVE FAILED TO FACE UP TO THE TERRIBLE TRUTH:

AMONG THE MILLIONS AROUND THE WORLD WATCHING TO WHAT WE DO, 
WE HAVE NO MORE AVID SPECTATOR THAN SADDAM HUSSEIN. 

HE HAS WATCHED THE WORLD UNITE AGAINST HIM, AND IMPOSE

FOR TWO MONTHS, WHILE THE REST OF THE WORLD HAS ACTED, 
WHILE THE PRESIDENT HAS ACTED, WHILE OUR TROOPS HAVE BEEN DOING 
THEIR JOB IN THE PERSIAN GULF -- CONGRESS HAS BEEN A.W.O.L.
