OF EACH OF US TO TRY TO SPREAD THE COSPEL TO THOSE WHO HAVE NOT WEARD ITS
DIVINE MESSAGE, AND TO ENCOURAGE OUR FELLOW-~CHRISTIANS IN THEIR EFFORT TO
LIVE GOOD CHRISTIAN LIVES, NOT ORDAINED MINISTERS ONLY, BUT ALL WHO PRO-
PESS THE RELICION OF CWRIST, WAVE THIS PRIVILEGE AND THIS DUTY.

I BELIEVE, THEREPORE, THAT THE LAYMAN, WHATEVER HIS OCCUPATION OR PRO-
FESSION, MUST SEEK OPPORTUNITIES TO SERVF CHRIST AND HIS FELLOW-MAN, AND
THUS ACT, WUMBLY BUT AS RFFECTIVELY AS POSSTBLE, AS A CHRISTIAN MINISTPR,
AND IT WAS ON THIS PREMISE I ACCEPTED THE KIND INVITATION OF REVEREND SMITEH.

THE CHRISTIAN GOING FORTH INTO THE WORLD OF MEN -~ INTO BUSINESS, OR
POLITICS, OR SOCTAL RFLATIONSWIPS —— MUST GO AS A CERISTIAN. THE NATURE OF
RIS CHRISTIANITY IS THE SOURCE OF WIS STRPNGTH, AS WELL AS THE GUIDE OF NIS
WISDOM AND MORALITY. DPEDICATION TO CHRIST, IS THE DISTINGUISHING MARK OV
THE METHODIST, AND THE CORE OP THE CHRISTIAN CHARACTER.

IT IS A COMMON SAYING THAT "BUSINESS AND RELIGION DON'T MIX." IT IS A
SAYINC OFTEN ON THE LIPS OF THOSE WRHO SHOULD KNOW BETTER. SOMETIMES IT IS
ASSOCIATED WITH MATTHEW XXII, 21: "RENDER TAEREPORE UNTO CAESAR THE THINGS
WHICH ARY CAFSAR'S; AND UNTO GOD THE THINGS THAT ARE COD'S". THOSE FAGER

TO JUSTIFY THEIR SHARP DEALTNGS BEFORE THEIR OWN CONSCIENCES AND THEIR
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FELLOW MEN ATTEMPT TO CONVINCE THEMSELVES, AND OTHERS, THAT BUSINESS AND
RELIGION BELONG IN SEPARATE marr_v-mrrs OF LIFE, AND HAVE NO PROPER RELA-
TIONSHIP. BUT BUSINESS AND RELIGION DO HAVE A RELATIONSHIP, AND A RELA~
TIONSHIP THAT WE FORGFT OR YGWORF AT OUR PERIL.

BUSINESS, AS AN ACTIVITY OF MAW, TS SURJYECT TO THE MORAYL LAWS THAT
CONSTITUTE THE DIRECT APPLICATION OF RELIGION TO HUMAN LIFE. THE SUNDAY-
ONLY RELIGION, THE RELIGION OF PREACHTNG AND PRAYING, BUT NOT OF DOING, IS
A SENTIMENTAL AND HYPOCRITICAL AFPFAIR NOT WORTH THE ATTENTION OF A MAN,
RELICION, IF IT IS TO BE ANYTUING AT ALL, MUST BE A DYNAMO OF ACTION, NOT
JUST OF SOME, BUT OF THE WHOLE ACTION OF OUR LIVES. YOU CANNOT STAND UP
AND FACE YOURSELF, LET ALONE YOUR GOD, IF YOU TRY TO KEEP A SORT OF UNDER-
THE-COUNTER SEGMENT OF YOUR BUSINESS NOT SUBRJECT TO THE CLEAR SCRUTINY OF
A CHRISTIAN CONSCYIENCE,

THE RELATIONSHIP OF BUSINESS TO RELIGION, LIKE THE RELATIONSHIP OF
CAESAR TO GOD, IS, FRANKLY AND FULLY, SUBORDINATION, THIS IS NOT SAID OF
RELIGION IN A SECTARIAN SENSE, AS THOUCH A MAN SHOULD CONDUCT A STORE
ATTRACTIVE ONLY TO BAPTISTS, OR Plﬂ’ NONE BUT PRESBYTERIAM ELDERS ON HIS
BOARD OF DIRECTORS, BUT OF RELIGION IN ITS BROADEST AND STRONGEST AND MNST
POSITIVF SENSE. A MAN SHOULD BRING TO THE CONDUCT OF HIS RELIGION, AS OF
THE RFST OF HIS LIFE, THE LIGHT OF THE HOLY SPIRIT TO BE HIS GUIDE, AND THE
FIRE OF THE HOLY SPIRIT TO BE WIS MOVING FORCE. HIS WORK IS A WAY OF
MAKTNG A LIVINC FOR HIMSELF AND RIS FAMILY, OF COURSE, THAT IS UNDERSTOOD AND
NECESSARY -~ BUT, SO PAR AS IT IS WUMANLY POSSIBLE, HE SHOULD SUBORDINATE

THAT MOTIVE TO SERVICE TO GOD AND HIS FELLOW MAN., WITHOUT OSTENTATION, AND

WITHOUT PRIDE, HE SHOULD WORK WITH A CONSCIOUSNESS OF WHAT GOOD IT CAN
ACCOMPLISH POR OTHERS. WE ALL ENOW WHAT IT IS LIKE TO HAVE A FAMILY DOCTOR
WHO HAS A WARM PONDNESS POR OUR PAMILY, AND COLD FURY DIRECTED AGAINST
THE DISEASE THAT IS ATTACKING US; WE RNOW WHAT IT IS LIKE TO DEAL WITH A
STOREKEEPER WHO TS INTERESTED IN WHAT WE WANT AND NEED, AND WILL GO OUT
OF WIS WAY TO HELP US GET IT; OR THE PLUMBER WHO HURRIES TO GET THE DRAINS

THE PERSON WHO DID IT WAS MOTIVATED 2Y A CENUINE WUMAN SYMPATHY AND “FELLOW"
FFELING. I PROPOSE WE ALL TRY, TO PUT THAT SPIRIT OF RFLIGION, HUMAR AND
DIVINE, INTO OUR BUSINESS OR PROFESSION. TT CANNOT BE DONE JUST BY THINK-
ING AND TALKING, BY ANY CONSIDERATION OF DOCTRINE AND LOCIC, BUT IT MAY BE
DONE BY OUR CALLING UPON GOD TO WARM OUR HEARTS WITH THE FIRE OF RIS CHARITY.
IT IS A CALUMNY INVENTED BY TRE WEAK AND WICKED THAT IDENTIFIFS VIRTUE
WITH LANGUOR AND WRAKNESS, VIRTUE IS TWE STRUCGLE AND THF VICTORY -~ VICE
IS SURRENDER AND DEFEAT. VIRTUE IS STRENGTH, THE STRENGTH OF GOD HIMSELFP
JOINED TO OUR HUMAN STRENGTW -~ AND VICE IS FEERLENESS AND WAVERTINC.
RELIGION IS THE BINDING FPORCE OF LIFE, AND OF ALL BEING., THE ATTRAC-
TION OF ONE BEING FOR ANOTHER, WHICH AT ITS LOWEST IS THE MAGNETISM RINDING
FLECTRON TO NUCLEUS, ANWD AT ITS WIGHEST THE SPIRITUAL COHESIVE PORCP THAT
MAKES BUT ONE GOD OUT OF THREE PERSONS, IS THE STRENGTH OF RELIGION.
THIS IS THE BINDING FORCE OF LOVE, OR CHARITY, THE POWER OF GOD OPERATING

THROUGH WIS UNIVFRSE, CELERRATED BY DANTE IN THE CONCLUDING LINE OF THE

PABADISO: "THE LOVE THAT MOVES THE SUN AND OTHER STARS,” THE DIRECTION
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THAT THIS PORCE TAKES, WHETHFR IN INANIMATE OBJECTS, THE LIVING PLANT LIKE
THE ROSE, OR IN HUMAN SOCIETY, IS ALWAYS THE DIRECTION OF BUILDING ORDER OUT
OF CHANS, CO-OPERATION OUT OF ANARCHY, PEACE AND PARTNERSHIP OUT OF CON-
FLICT. IT TAKES STRENCTH TO PUT UP A STONE UPON A STONE SO THAT IT WILL
STAY, MORE THAN TO SHOVE IT DOWN, IT TAKES COURAGE AND DETERMINED EFFORT
TO LIVE BY LAW AND IN HONOR, MORE THAN BY SELP-WILL AND ALACKNESS. TO
DISCIPLINE YOURSELF, AND TO BE A FTORCE FOR DISCIPLINE AND GOOD BEHAVIODR

IN OUR COMMUNITY, IS A TASK CALLING FOR ALL THE MANROOD AND CHRISTIAN FOR-
TITUDE THAT IS IN US. THE TERM "HEROIC VIRTUE™ IS MO EXAGGERATION. THE
PHRASE DESCRIBES THE QUALITY EACH ONE @F US IS CALLED UPON TO EXERCISE, AND
CAN OBTAIN BY THE MERCY OF GOD. WOT ONLY IN MARTYRDOM, 30T IR THE WHOLE OF
CHRISTIAN LIFE, IS THIS WEROIC VIRTUT TO BE EXERCISED.

MANY SPEARK OF THE SFPARATION OF CHURCH AND STATE, IT IS INDEED A VITAL
PRINCIPLE OF OUR AMERICAN WAY OF LIFE, TO BE CHERISHED AND DEFENDED. BRUT
THIS SEPARATION SHOULD NOT BY ANY MEANS SICNIFY THE SEPARATION OF MY SOUL,
AS A LEGISLATOR, FPROM CHRIST, OR THE SEPARATION OF MY CONDUCT, PUBLIC AND
PRIVATE, FROM ESSENTIAL CHRISTIAN PRINCIPLES. TIE CORE OF CHRISTIANITY,

THE HEART OF¥ THE GOSPEL, IS A LESSON OF STRICT JUSTICE AND EQUAL LOVE TO

EVERY MAN; WOMAN AND CHILD ON EARTH. IT DOES NO HARM TO, AND CASTS NO

SLIGHT UPON, THE PEOPLE OF ANY OTHER CREED. IT LOOKS WITH EQUAL CONCERN

UPON THOSE OF ALL COLORS AND RACES. NO JEW, PAGAN, BUDDHIST OR MOSLEM,

NEED FEEL WIMSELF INJURED BY THE ASSOCIATION OF AMERICA WITH THIS CHRISTIANITY.
HISTORICALLY, AMERICA HAS BREEN LINKED ESSENTIALLY WITH CHRISTIANITY, AND THE

CHRISTIAN FAITE IS WOVEN FOREVFR INTO THE HEART AND SOUL OF THE NATION,
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LACT DISCOVERER CARRIED, WITH TRE FLAGC OF THE COUNTRY FOR WHICH WE
SATLED, A VISIBLE SYMBOL OF THE CHRISTIAN RELIGION, A CRNSS OR A BIBLE, AND
CTLEBRATED HIS LANDING WITH SUITAPLE RELIGIOUS CEREMONIES OF PRAYFR AND
CONSECREATION. LEIF ERICSON AND COLUMBUS, AND THE MANY VOYAGERS FOR MANY
NATIONS THAT FOLLOWED THEM, WOWEVER WIDELY THEY MAY WAVE DIFFERED IN POLIT-
TICAL ALLEGIANCE AND IN THE FORMAL DETAILS OF THEIR FAITH, WERE AT ONE IN
ADHERENCE TO THE PAITE OF CHRRIST AS TREY UNDERSTOOD IT. THE COLONISTS,
CAME TO THIS LAND IN THE NAME OF CHRIST, TOR THE PRESERVATION OF THE FATTH
AS THEY BELIEVED IT SROULP BE WELD, AWD TOR THE SPREADING OF THE GOSPEL
AVMORG THE NATIVE INDIANS. THE CATHOLICS IN FLORIDA AND MARYLAND AND
CANADA, THE PILCRIMS AND PURITANS IR NEW ENGLAND, DUTCH REFORMED IN NEW
YORK, OUAXTRS IN PENNSYLVANIA, LUTHERANS IN DELAWARE, EPISCOPALIANS IN
VIRGINIA AND THE CAROLINAS --- EACR GROUP HAD ITS MANY DEVOTED CHRISTIANS,
LAY OR RECCLESTASTICAL, WORKING FOR THE RULE OF CHRIST ON EARTH AND THE
SPREAD OF WIS FAITH. THE EARLY WISTORY OF THE COLONIES IS MARKED BY
EVENTS2 SUCT AS RELIGIOUS SERVICES RELP IN THE WOODS AND THE WILDERNESS, AND
COMMUNITIES GETTING TOGETHER POR THE BUILDING OF CHURCHES.

AS TNE INJUSTICES AND OPPRESSIONS SUFFERED BY THE COLONISTS AT THE
HANDS OF THE MOTHER COUNTRY GREW INTOLERARLE, AND PATRIOTS DREW TOGETHER TO
DO BATTLE IN THE CAUSE OF FREEDOM, THRY FPOUND IN THEIR COMMON CHRISTIANITY,
THAROUGH ALL VARIETIES OF RELIGIOUS EXPRESSION, A UNIFYING AND DYNAMIC FORCE.
THE WORLD PAID TRIBUTE TO THE GREATNESS OF CRORGE WASHINGTON IN HIS LIFETIME,
AS TODAY, LESS DUE TO WIS MILITARY SKILL, POLITICAL WISDOM, AND INDOMITABLE
ENERGY, THAN TO THE SPLENDOR OF HIS CHARACTER AS A CHRISTIAN HERO, LIVING

UP TO THE HIGHEST IDEALS OF JUSTICE AND MERCY, AND GIFTED WITH TRANSCENDENT
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PATTH. WO LESS CHRISTIAN, IN THEIR DIFFERING WAYS, WERE THOMAS JEFFERSON,
WITH RIS PRIVATE AND INDIVIDUAL DEVOTION TO THE PERSON OF CHRIST, AND
JOHN ADAMS, WITH HIS INPLEXIELE ADHERENCE TO THE CODE OF HIS PURITAN
ANCESTORS. BENJAMIN FPRANKLIN, WORLDLY PHILOSOPPER AND SCIENTIST, AND JOHN
CARROLL, PRELATE OF THE ROMAN CHURCH, POUND COMMOX GROUND IN SERVICE TO GOD
AND COUNTRY, TRHE DECLARATION OF INDEPENDENCE EXPRESSED THE BELIEF AND
FEELING OF THE PEOPLE, AND IT WAS EMINENTLY RIGHT AND FITTINC THAT IT SHOULD
POINT TO COD-GIVEN RIGHTS AS THE JUSTIFICATION FOR OUR ACTION, AND CALL
UPON GOD'S PROVIDENCE FPOR OUR SUPPORT AND PROTECTION IN TEE CARRYING OM
OF THE WAR. |

IT IS TOLD OF THE REVOLUTIONARY WERD, BTHAN ALLEN, THAT, WHEN HIS
GREEN MOUNTAIN BOYS HAD SURROUNDED FORT TICONDEROGA, WE DEMANDED ITS SURRENDER
"IN THE NAME OF THE GREAT JEHOVAN AND TRE CONTINENTAL CONCRESS." SOME
HISTORTANS DOUBT THAT THIS RINCING PHRASE WAS TRE ACTUAL ONE USED, RUT ITS
EARLY POPULARITY AS A WATCIWORD OF AMERICAN FREEDOM PROVES THAT IT EXPRESSED
THE RSSPNTIAL CONNECTION IR THE POPULAR MIND AND WEART, OF PATRIOTISM WITH
THE CHRISTIAN RELICTON. TYPICAL OF THE AMERICAY SPIRIT IN WAR WAS THE
SLOGAY THT. PURITAMS INHERITED FROM OLIVER CROMWELL, "TRUST IN GOD AND
KEEP YOUR POWDER DRY." THE HEARTS OF OUR SOLDIERS STILL BFAT WITH TEF
SAMF RELIGTOUS AND PATRIOTIC FERVOR AS WAS SHOWN, IN WORLD WAR II, RY THE
IMMPDIATFE AND WIDE POPULARITY OF THE SLOGAN, "PRAISE THE LOBD AND PASS

THE AMMUNITION!"
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TUROUGH THE YEARS, THE RELIGIOUS FAITH OF OUR FIGHTING FORCES HAS BEEN
SERVED BY HEROIC AND DEVOTED CHAPLAINS, OF ALL VARIETIES OF THE CHRISTIAN
FAITH AND WORSHIP, AND ALSO OF THE JEWISH RELIGION, UPON WHOSE TRADITION ALL
OUR CHRISTIANITY IS BUILT. TYPICAL OF THE HIGHEST IDEALS OF THIS NOBLE
CHAPLAIN SERVICE, OF THE COMBINATION OF PATRIOTIC COURACE AND GOD-GIVEN
CHARITY, IS THE STORY OF THE FOUR CHAPLAINS OF TRE U. S. S. DORCHESTER:
THESZ MEN, A CATHOLIC PRIEST, TWO PROTESTANT MINISTERS, AND A JEWISH RABBI,
GAVE THEIR LIFE-JACKETS TO MEN WHO HAD MONE, AND STOOD TOGETHER AS THE SHIP
WENT DOWN, ALL FOUR PRAYING TOGETUER TO THE ONE GOD OF US ALL.

THE STRENGTH OF THE RELIGIOUS ELEMENT IN OUR PATRIOTISM IS SHOWN
ALSO BY THE PACT THAT THE AMERICAN PEOPLE CAY BE DRAWN INTO WAR ONLY BY
MOTTVES THAT GLEAM WITH THE MOST DISINTERESTED VIRTUE. CERTAINLY THERE
HAVE BEEN TIMES WHEN UNPRINCIPLED MEN HAVE PROFITED BY OUR GOING TO WAR;
BUT THE MOTIVE HELD OUT BEFORE THE PEOPLE, THE CAUSE THAT BROUGHT THE
CONTRTBUTIONS IN MEN AND MONEY, HAS ALWAYS BEEN UNSELFISH, CHRISTIAN
SERVICE TO MANKIND, AND THE RESCUF OF PEOPLE UNJUSTLY OPPRESSED AND
ATTACKED, SINCE THE ESTABLISHMENT OF OUR PRESENT NATIONAL BOUNDARIES,
WE HAVE SET A RECORD OF INTERNATIONAL UNSELFISHNESS HARDLY TO BE MATCHED
IN THE WISTORY OF TEE WORLD. WE RELINQUISHED LIBERATED CUBA, AS WE DID
THE CONQUERED PHILIPPINES. WE HAVE FOUGHT TWO WORLD WARS AND THE ENGAGE-
MENT IN KOREA, AND ARE PIGHTING NOW IN THE JUNCLES OF VIET NAM TO COMBAT
FLAGRANT INJUSTICE. WE HAVE CONSISTENTLY REFUSED TERRITORIAL AND FINAN-

CIAL GAINS WRICH WIGHT HAVE BEEN OURS BY RIGHT OF CONQUEST,
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ACTIONS SUCH AS THE ADOPTION OF "IN GOD WE TRUST" AS OUR OFFICIAL
NATIONAL MOTTO, AND TRE INSERTION OF THE PHRASE "UNDER GOD" IN THE PLEDGE
OF ALLEGIANCE TO THE FLAC, MERELY SPELL OUT WHAT WAS BEEN THE CHARACTERIS-
TIC AND CONSISTENT ATTITUDE OF THE GREAT MASS OF THE AMERICAN PEOPLE,
THROUGHOUT OUR WISTORY. OUR CHRISTIAN HMERITACE HAS BEEN OUR GREATEST
TREASURE, AND THE EFFORT TO FORM OUR LIVES, INDIVIDUALLY AND NATIONALLY,
ACCORDING TO CURISTIAN PRINCIPLES OF MORALITY, WAS BEEN OUR CONTINUING
ENDEAVOR. WE HAVE BEEN RICHLY BLESSED IN HAVING, AS OUR NATIONAL
WEROFS, MEN WHOSE NOBLE COURAGE WAS DISPLAYED IN DEEDS OF SELFLESS CHRIS-
TIAN VIRTUE, MERCIFUL IN VICTORY, STALWART IN DEFEAT --~ WASHINGTON,
LINCOLN, LEE.

THE AMERICAN REVOLUTION WAS THE GREAT FORCE THAT STARTED BINDING
TOGETHER INTO ONE NATION THE SEPARATE ELEMENTS THAT COMPOSED OUR VARIED
COLONIES. AS WE POUGHT TOGETHER AGAINST THE COMMON ENEMY, WE CAME TO REALIZE
THAT, DESPITE OUR DIFFERENT NATIONAL ORIGINS, WE WERE ONE IN LOVE OF COUNTRY,
AND THAT DESPITE OUR DIFFERENT FORMS OF WORSHIP AND DETAILS OF DOCTRINE,

WE WERE ONE IN LOVE OF GOD. THE HISTORY OF OUR NATION SINCE THE REVOLUTION
HAS BEEN THE HISTORY OF A CONSTANT DEVELOPMENT OF OUR UNDERSTANDING OF THE
FACT THAT THE LIBERTY OF EACH INDIVIDUAL RESTS ON THE FOUNDATION OF THE
LIBERTY NE ALLOWS TO HIS NEIGRBOR. CHRISTIANITY AND DEMOCRACY ALIKE ARE
FOUND TO BE BASED UPON CHRIST'S "GOLDEN RULE": "AS YE WOULD THAT MEN
SHOULD DO TO YOU, DO YE ALSO TO THEM LIKEWISE." 1IT IS FROM GOD THAT WE
DERIVE OUR RIGHTS TO LIFE, LIBERTY, AND THE PURSUIT OF HAPPINESS; IT IS

COD WHO HAS ORDAINED THAT WE SHOVLD BE EQUAL IN OUR POSSESSION OF THESE
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RIGETS; AND IT IS UNDER THE FATHERHOOD OF GOD THAT WE CAN CONSIDER OURSELVES
BROTHERS. THUS OUR DEMOCRACY PROTECTS THE RELIGION OF EACH OF US, AND OUR
CHRISTIAN RELIGION PORMS THE ESSENTIAL BASIS OF THE DEMOCRACY OF ALL.

WE ARE CONSTANTLY AWARE HERE, IN THE CENTER OF OUR NATIONAL GOVERN-
MENT, THAT SEPARATION OF CHURCH AND STATE, VITALLY IMPORTANT THOUGH IT IS,
MUST NEVER BECOME SO COMPLETE THAT WE DEBAR CHRISTIAN PRINCIPLES FROM
CONSIDERATION IN GOVERNMENTAL ACTION. RATHER, WE MUST CONSTANTLY ACT ON
CHRISTIAN AND DEMOCRATIC PRINCIPLES TO INSURE THAT NO CHURCH SUFFERS FROM
GOVERNMENTAL ACTION, THAT NO PARTICULAR BELIEF OR FORM OF WORSHIP IS FAVORED
OVER OTHERS, AND THAT NO GROUP OR INDIVIDUAL IS PERMITTED TO INFRINGE UPON
THE RIGHT OF OTHERS TO LIVE ACCORDING TO THE DICTATES OF THEIR CONSCIENCES.

CHRISTIANITY MEANS A FAITH, AND CHRISTIANITY MEANS A WORSHIP, BUT THE
LECISLATOR, OF ALL PEOPLE, MUST NOT FORGET THAT CHRISTIANITY MEANS MORAL
LAW. TPROM MY POINT OF VIEW AS A CHRISTIAN, IT IS THE PERFECTION OF THAT
MORAL LAY THAT, IN MORE OR LESS COMPLETE FORM, IS BASIC TO ALL THE WORLD'S
GREAT RELIGIONS. 1IT CAN BE DETATLED IN THE TEN COMMANDMENTS, OR COMPRESSED
INTO THE GOLDEN RULE, OR GIVEN PULL AND FORCEFUL EXPRESSION IN THE TWO
COMMANDMENTS CITED BY CHRIST IN THE 22nd CHAPTER OF MATTHEW'S GOSPEL: "THOU
SHALT LOVE THE LORD THY GOD WITH ALL THY HEART, AND WITH ALL THY SOUL, AND
WITH ALL THY MIND..." AND "THOU SHALT LOVE THY NEIGHBOUR AS THYSELF."

THIS MORAL LAW, THAT I BAVE SPOKEN OF AS BASIC TO THE WORLD'S GREAT

RELIGIONS, MUST ALSO BE BASIC TO OUR COVERNMENTAL LEGISLATION.
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IF YOU HAVE VISITED WASHINGTON, D. C., YOU MAY RECALL THAT IN THE
AREA AROUND THE CAPITOL, THERE CAN BE SEFN EVERYWHERE, SPIRES, DOMES AND
CROSSES THAT MARK THE ENTIRE AREA, AN ARFA OF CHURCHES, A REMINDER THAT
EVERY ACT, PUBLIC OR PRIVATE, IS LAID OPEN TO THE ALL-SEEINC EYE OF GOD,
AND HAD BETTER BE FIT TO STAND HIS INSPECTION. LOOKING DOWN THE MALL,
YOU SEE THE WASHINGTON MONUMENT, LIKE A WHITE FINGER POINTING TO THE SKY,
AND REFLECT HOW FITTING THAT GEORGE WASHINCTON SHOULD BE COMMEMORATED BY A
STRUCTURE STANDING LIKE A PROCLAMATION IN STONE OF HIS OWN MAXIM: “IT IS

THE DUTY OF ﬂMﬂWSNMME__MM

OBEY HIS WILL, TO BE GRATEFUL FOR HIS B

PROTECTION AND FAVOR." I AM ALSO REMINDED, THAT CEORGE WASHINGTON PHRASED

WITH PRECISION THE FACT I EMPHASIZE HERE: "“WHILE JUST GOVERNMENT PROTECTS
ALL IN THEIR RELIGIOUS RIGHTS, TRUZ RELIGION AFFORDS TO GOVERNMENT ITS

SUREST SUPPORT,"

THE MATURITY OF OUR CHRISTIAN TOLERANCE AND OUR AMERICAN BELIEF IN
FREEDOM IS SHOWN BY OUR READINESS TO CHAMPION, NOT MERELY ADMIT, THE RIGHT
OF OTHERS TO DIFFER. I ACCEPT THE ESSENTIAL RICHTNESS, AS POLITICAL
PHILOSOPHY AND ALSO A GUIDE TO PRACTICAL ACTION, THE STATEMENT OF JUSTICE

IT IS THIS SAME SPIRIT THAT SENDS PORTH OUR DOCTORS, TRACHERS, MISSTONARIES,
FOR THE WEALING, THE EDUCATION, AND THE SALVATION OF THE WORLD.
