IT IS A PLEASURE FOR ME TO BE HERE WITH YOU THIS EVENING. I 

ALWAYS ENJOY COMING TO TEXAS, BUT I HAVE COME WITH SOME TREPIDATION 

THIS EVENING, BECAUSE THE DEMOCRAT PARTY HAS GOTTEN DOWN TO ISSUES, 

AND WITH THE SURE HAND AND THE GREAT VISION WHICH HAS CHARACTERIZED 

THE DEMOCRAT PARTY ALL THE WAY BACK TO FRANKLIN ROOSEVELT, THEY HAVE 

CONFRONTED US WITH MATTERS OF THE UTMOST IMPORTANCE -- MATTERS WHICH

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AS YOU KNOW, WAS BORN IN VIRGINIA, AND DIDN'T GET HERE UNTIL HE WAS 

42 YEARS OLD. DAVY CROCKETT HAD TO COME All THE WAY DOWN HERE FROM 

TENNESSEE TO DIE FOR TEXAS' INDEPENDENCE AND THE ALAMO. JIM BOWIE 

~JAS ANOTHER TEXAN WHO CAME LATE. HE CAME FROM KENTUCKY. SO GEORGE 

BUSH IS IN GOOD COMPANY DESPITE EVERYTHING, BUT I DON'T MEAN TO AVOID 

THE CENTRAL ISSUE HERE. 

AND THE CENTRAL ISSUE, IT SEEMS TO ME, WHEN YOU CLEAR AWAY All 

THE DEMOCRAT RHETORIC, THE WHOLE MATTER GETS DOWN TO THE FACT THAT 

GEORGE BUSH CAME INTO THE GREAT LONE STAR STATE BY CHOICE AND HAS 

PERFORMED OUTSTANDING SERVICE FOR HIS ADOPTED STATE. 

CARPETBAGGER. WHAT KIND OF AN ISSUE IS THAT? GEORGE BUSH 

IS A TEXAN BY CHOICE. 

CARPETBAGGER. HOW'S THAT FOR POLITICAL, INTELLECTUAL, AND 

MORAL BANKRUPTCY? WE'VE GOT A WAR IN VIETNAM, AND JUST BECAUSE THE 
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DEMOCRATS GOT IT GOING DOESN'T MEAN IT DOESN'T COUNT. WE'VE GOT 

PEOPLE DYING IN VIETNAM. WE'VE GOT CAMPUSES INFECTED WITH THE LIB-

ERAL VIRUS AND THEY'RE BLOWING UP. WE'VE GOT THE ENVIRONMENTAL 

PROBLEM, AND THE ECONOMY, AND EDUCATION AND HOUSING, AND TRANSPOR-

TATION AND WE'VE GOT PORNOGRAPHY, AND LLOYD BENlSEN AND HIS CLAQUE 

ARE CALLING GEORGE BUSH A CARPETBAGGER. FOR SOMEBODY WHO 

BRAGS ABOUT HAVING BEEN A TEXAN FOR SO LONG, HE SURE HASN'T MUCH RE-

GARD FOR, OR UNDERSTANDING, I DON'T KNOW WHICH, OF TEXAN INTELLIGENCE. 

BUT, OF COURSE, THIS IS NOT THE ONLY ISSUE THE DEMOCRATS HAVE 

GOT. THERE IS ANOTHER MATTER OF EQUALLY GRAVE CONCERN. IT IS ALLEGED 

THAT IN 1966, JOHN TOWER SAID THAT THERE OUGHT TO BE ONE REPUBLICAN 

SENATOR ~D ONE DEMOCRAT SENATOR. AND THE PEOPLE AGREED, AND THEY

SENT JOHN .. TO THE SENATE, AND THAT'S A GREAT BLESSING TO US ALL. 

BUT THE DEMOCRATS IN 1966 DIDN'T AGREE WITH JOHN TOWER THAT THERE 

OUGHT TO BE ONE REPUBLICAN SENATOR AND ONE DEMOCRAT SENATOR. FOUR 

YEARS LATER, THEY CHANGED THEIR MINDS AND NOW THEY DO AGREE WITH HIM. 

AND THAT REALLY ISN'T TOO BAD; THEY'RE USUALLY A LOT FURTHER BEHIND 

THAN FOUR YEARS. 
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WELL, OF COURSE, JOHN TOWER HAS CHANGED HIS MIND, TOO, AND 

HE FEELS, AS WE ALL DO, THAT THERE OUGHT TO BE TWO REPUBLICAN SEN-

ATORS FROM TEXAS. AND THE DEMOCRATS SAY HE'S CONTRADICTING HIMSELF. 

I HAVE DISCUSSED THIS MATTER PERSONALLY AND DIRECTLY WITH 

SENATOR TOWER, AND THE SENATOR SEARCHED HIS HEART AND FINALLY ADMIT-

TED THAT HE HAD, INDEED, CHANGED HIS POSITION. HE SAID HE WAS SIN-

CERE IN 1966 WHEN HE TOLD YOU ALL THAT TEXAS OUGHT TO HAVE ONE SENATOR 

FROM EACH PARTY. 

BUT THINGS GOT SO BAD IN WASHINGTON UNDER L.B.J. THAT HE 

CHANGED HIS MIND -- AS HE SHOULD HAVE. 

IT WASN'T AN EASY DECISION FOR HIM TO MAKE, I'M SURE. IT WAS 

A VERY DIFFICULT DECISION, BUT HE FELT HE HAD TO PUT HIS COUNTRY 

AHEAD OF THE DEMOCRAT PARTY. NOW, IF THE DEMOCRATS FELT THAT WAY, 

WE WOULD ALL BE A WHOLE LOT BETTER OFF. 
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THE HIGH ROAD TO GREATNESS

CRIME PROBLEM IMAGINABLE IN THIS COUNTRY FROM A FULL DECADE OF THE SORT 

OF NONSENSE YOU GET WHEN YOU HAVE PEOPLE LIKE HUBERT HUMPHREY RUNNING 

AROUND TELLING PEOPLE HE COULD LEAD A PRETTY GOOD RIOT HIM~ AND 

BY THE WAY, HOW IS THAT FOR A CONTRAST IN VICE PRESIDENTS? PUT THE 

STRENGTH AND THE DIGNITY AND THE COURAGE OF AGNEW ALONGSIDE OF THE 

GASBAG ANTICS OF POOR HUBERT TRYING TO PLEASE LYNDON AND STILL LIVE 

WITH HIMSELF, AND YOU GET A PRETTY GOOD UNDERSTANDING OF WHY WE'VE 

BEEN ABLE TO TURN THIS COUNTRY AROUND. 
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~ WHEN RICHARD NIXON CAME INTO OFFICE, THE PRESTIGE OF THE PRES-

IDENCY WAS AS LOW AS IT HAS BEEN IN THIS C~ PEOPLE JUST DION 1T 

BELIEVE IN THE PRESIDENCY ANY MORE. THE MOST VITAL POSITION IN OUR 

WHOLE DEMOCRATIC STRUCTURE OF GOVERNMENT WAS UNDER ATTACK -- OF ALL 

REASONS, BECAUSE THE PEOPLE THOUGHT THE MAN WHO HELD THE POSITION 

WASN'T TRUSTWORTHY. 

THAT IS A SAD COMMENTARY ON AMERICA IN THE DEMOCRAT ERA. AND 

THE MAN WHO BROUGHT US TO THAT PASS IS THE SAME MAN BEHIND LLOYD 

BENTSEN -- THE SAME MAN WHO WOULD BE PULLING HIS STRINGS IF BENTSEN 

FOUND A WAY TO GET TO WASHINGTON. FORTUNATELY, HE WILL NOT GET THERE. 

BUT WHERE ARE WE TODAY, MY FELLOW REPUBLICANS? 

THE ECONOMY IS COMING BACK UNDER CONTROL. BUSINESS AND CONSUMER 

ALIKE HAVE FAITH AGAIN IN A SURE, STEADY AND RESPONSIBLE HAND AT THE 

ECONOMIC HELM°:'THEY SEE THE BOAT HEAD AWAY FROM THE ROCKS OF RECES-

S ION, OR WORSE. THEIR FAITH IN THE PRESIDENT'S ABILITY AND HIS INTEN-

TIONS, AND HIS INTEGRITY ARE WELL PLACED. BUT I THINK IT IS IMPORTANT 

TO KNOW JUST EXACTLY WHAT THE PRESIDENT IS UP AGAINST. 
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THE DEMOCRAT CONGRESS 

HE IS UP AGAINST A DEMOCRAT CONGRESS AND THE DEMOCRAT PARTY 

IS FRIGHTENED TO DEATH THEY ARE GOING TO LOSE THEIR MAJORITY. I 

THINK THEY SHOW RARE PERCEPTION. THEY HAVE KEPT THEIR MAJORITIES

THAT NEVI AGENCY OR SOME OTHER NEW BOONDOGGLE IS GOING TO CURE THEIR 

KIDS' RICKETS, OR STOP THEM FROM EATING PLASTER OFF THE WALL, OR TEACH 

THEM SOMETHING, OR IT'S GOING TO PROVIDE THEIR FATHER WITH A JOB --

WELL, YOU KNOW ALL THE PROMISES. THEY WANT TO DO THAT NOW. THEY KNOW 
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THEY 1 RE IN TROUBLE, SO THEY WANT TO DO IT IN A BIG WAY. AND THE 

PRESIDENT HAS DONE EVERYTHING HE CAN DO TO HOLD THEM BACK. WE IN 

THE CONGRESS HAVE DONE EVERYTHING WE CAN DO TO HELP HIM HOLD THEM 
BACK. DESPITE EVERYONE 1 S EFFORTS, WE HAVE HAD TO WATCH, ON MORE 

THAN ONE OCCASION, PRESIDENT NIXON 1S VETOES ON INFLATIONARY SPEND-

ING PROGRAMS OVERRIDDEN. 

~ LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, THE FIGHT TO STABILIZE THIS ECONOMY

A LITTLE MORE THAN SIX MONTHS, ANOTHER 100,000 WILL BE OUT. 
LAST WEEK WE LOST THIRTY-EIGHT LIVES IN VIETNAM. THAT IS THE 

LOWEST CASUALTY FIGURE IN ALMOST FIVE YEARS. THAT IS THE RESULT OF 

THE COURAGE AND THE COMPASSION OF RICHARD NIXON. BUT I DON'T HOLD
