FAR FROM BEING WON. WE MUST HAVE MEN IN THE HOUSE AND THE SENATE WHO WILL 
SUSTAIN AND SUPPORT THE PRESIDENT IN THAT BATTLE. WE NEED MEN WHO DO NOT 

BELIEVE IN SPENDING MONEY THAT THE NATION DOES NOT HAVE ON PROGRAMS ALL 
TOO FREQUENTLY DESIGNED TO BUY THE VOTES OF PEOPLE WHO CONTRIBUTE NOTHING 

TO THE ECONOMY AND WHO WILL NEVER CONTRIBUTE ANYTHING BECAUSE THEY THINK 

THE COUNTRY OWES THEM A LIVING. ECONOMIC HEALTH HAS BEGUN TO REASSERT 
ITSELF, KADIES AND GENTLEMEN, BECAUSE PRESIDENT NIXON HAS FOUGHT THE 

WITH EVERY GUN HE HAD TO PULL IT BACK FROM THE BRINK. BUT KEEPING IT BACK --
KEEPING IT MOVING FORWARD IS SOMETHING HE CANNOT DO BY HIMSELF, AND I MUST 

TELL YOU FRANKLY THAT THERE ARE SIMPLY NOT ENOUGHT OF US TO HELP HIM. BUT

MAYNARD SPEERS, AND JIM ERWIN. YOU SEND THEM TO WASHINGTON AND AGUSTA. 

YOU WILL BE GLAD YOU DID. AND YOUR CHILDREN WILL BE GLAD, TOO. 
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
