JOPLIN, MISSOURI 

WEDNESDAY, OCTOBER 21, 1970 

I AM PROUD TO BE HERE IN JOPLIN FOR JACK DANFORTH AND FOR 

DURWARD HALL. 

SHAKESPEARE SAID SOME ARE BORN GREAT, SOME ACHIEVE GREATNESS, 

AND SOME HAVE GREATNESS THRUST UPON THEM. GREAT IS A MUCH-ABUSED WORD 

IN WASHINGTON, BUT IT IS NOT A WORD I USE LIGHTLY, AND I DO NOT USE IT 

LIGHTLY NOW. I DO NOT WANT TO MAKE EMBARRASSING PREDICTIONS, BUT I BELIEVE 

THAT IN DACK DANFORTH -- IN THIS GREAT SON OF THE GREAT STATE OF 

MISSOURI -- AMERICA HAS A MAN CAPABLE OF GREATNESS, ABLE TO ACHIEVE IT; 

PREPARED TO ASSUME IT. IF YOU, THE VOTERS, WILL THRUST IT UPON HIM. 

YOU MUST NOT WASTE A MAN OF THIS CALIBER. IN THIS TIME OF 

CRITICAL NATIONAL NEED, AMERICA COULD NOT AFFORD THE LOSS. 

SUPPORT FOR THE PRESIDENT 

IT COULD NOT AFFORD THE LOSS BECAUSE IT NEEDS ~ISSOURI 

SENATOR IN WASHINGTON WORKING FOR AMERICA AND WITH PRESIDENT NIXON. 

IT NEEDS A NEW REPUBLICAN SENATOR, JACK DANFORTH OF MISSOURI. BUT THE 

COUNTRY NEEDS MORE THAN ONE OR TWO OR THREE NEW REPUBLICANS IN THE SENATE --

IT NEEDS SEVEN OR EIGHT OR MORE, TO MAKE A MAJORITY OF REPUBLICANS. 
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SUPPORT FOR PRESIDENT NIXON IS THE CRUCIAL ISSUE OF THIS 
YEAR'S CONGRESSIONAL CAMPAIGN. THE PRESIDENT NEEDS AND DESERVES THE 
SUPPORT OF THE CONGRESS, AND THE WAY HE IS GOING TO GET THAT SUPPORT IS 
WITH A REPUBLICAN CONGRESS. 

IN THE HOUSE, THIS MEANS AVOIDING· THE USUAL OFF-YEAR SLUMP AND 
RETAINING OUR INCUMBENTS AND PICKING UP ADDITIONAL SEATS WHEREVER WE CAN. 
IN THE SEVENTH DISTRICT, THIS MEANS SENDING DURWARD HALL BACK TO CONTINUE 
HIS GOOD WORK FOR MISSOURI AND HIS SUPPORT OF PRESIDENT NIXON. I CAME 
TO CONGRESS WITH HIM IN 1960 AND WE SERVED TOGETHER FOR EIGHT YEARS, AND 
I DO NOT HAVE TO TELL YOU THAT DURWARD HALL DOES A GREAT JOB OF 
REPRESENTING HIS DISTRICT AND HIS STATE -- AND OF SUPPORTING 
PRESIDENT NIXON. 

IN THE SENATE, SUPPORT FOR PRESIDENT NIXON MEANS GAINING A 
REPUBLICAN MAJORITY, AND WITH ONLY SEVEN ADDITIONAL SEATS, WE WILL TAKE 
CONTROL. EVERY VOTE FOR JACK DANFORTH IS A VOTE FOR NEW SENATE 
LEADERSHIP WHICH WILL NOT PHYSICALLY OBSTRUCT THE PROCESSES OF THE 
CONGRESS FOR THE NARROW PERSONAL AND PARTISAN INTERESTS OF ONE OR TWO 
MEMBERS, AS HAPPENED WITH THE 1971 FARM BILL, JUST TWO WEEKS AGO. EVERY 
VOTE FOR JACK DANFORTH IS A VOTE FOR NEW REPUBLICAN COMMITTEE CHAIRMEN. 
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EVERY VOTE FOR JACK DANFORTH IS A VOTE FOR A NEW TV SERIES ON THE NIGHTLY 

NEWSCASTS WHEN A REPUBLICAN SENATE IS GOING ABOUT THE NATION'S WORK 

INSTEAD OF BROWBEATING AND SECOND-GUESSING PRESIDENT NIXON ON EVERY 

DOMESTIC AND INTERNATIONAL MOVE HE MAKES. 

THE STATE OF MISSOURI CAN MAKE A GREAT CONTRIBUTION TO THIS 

EFFORT BY ELECTING A SENATOR WHO SUPPORTS PRESIDENT NIXON ON THE 

IMPORTANT ISSUES. 

SO, A VOTE FOR JACK DANFORTH IS MORE THAN JUST A VOTE FOR HIM. 

IT IS A VOTE FOR PRESIDENT NIXON AND FOR THE WORK HE IS DOING. 

THE DEMOCRAT CONGRESS 

FOR THE FIRST TWO YEARS OF THE NIXON ADMINISTRATION A DEMOCRAT 

CONGRESS HAS FOUGHT AND OPPOSED THE PRESIDENT'S EFFORTS TO DO HIS JOB --

LEFT TO BE DONE. AND HE CANNOT DO IT WITH A DEMOCRAT ~AJORITY IN THE

IT IS A DEMOCRAT MAJORITY THAT HAS TRIED TIME AND TIME AGAIN 

TO TIE THE PRESIDENT 1S HANDS IN VIETNAM, TO FORCE THEM TO RENEGE ON THE 

INVESTMENT OUR SONS HAVE MADE IN THAT LAND WITH THEIR OWN BLOOD, TO FORCE

THAT WOULD CALL INTO QUESTION OUR COMMITMENTS, OUR ALLIANCES AND OUR 

AGREEMENTS ALL OVER THE WORLD. AND THESE ARE THE SAME PEOPLE WHO PUT 

THIS NATION IN THAT WAR~THIS IS THE SAME DEMOCRAT MAJORITY THAT PUT 

US IN VIETNAM. LOOK AT ALL THE GREAT DOVES, AND SOME OF THEIR RECENT 

CONVERTS, AND LOOK BACK FIVE YEARS AND SEE WHAT THEY WERE DOING THEN. 

SEE WHAT THEIR POSITION ON THE WAR WAS THEN. WELL -- JACK DANFORTH 

STANDS BEHIND PRESIDENT NIXON •s EFFORTS TO END OUR INVOLVEMENT rn VIETNAM, 

AND HE WILL STAND WITH THE PRESIDENT IN HIS EFFORTS TO LEAD THIS NATION 

AND BRING PEACE TO THE TROUBLED WORLD.

LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, WITH ALL THE BRAVE TALK ABOUT PEACE, IT IS 

SOMETIMES DIFFICULT TO KEEP IN MIND JUST WHO IS REALLY FOR PEACE, AND 

WHO IS ONLY FOR POLITICAL OPPORTUNITY AND ADVANTAGE WHEREVER IT MAY LIE. 
TODAY, THERE ARE FEWER THAN FOUR HUNDRED THOUSAND OF OUR MEN IN SOUTHEAST 
ASIA. BY MARCH, THERE WILL BE FEWER THAN THREE HUNDRED THOUSAND. WHEN 
PRESIDENT NIXON TOOK OFFICE, THERE WERE MORE THAN HALF A MILLION MEN IN 

SOUTHEAST ASIA AND WE WERE LOSING OUR MEN AT A CASUALTY RATE OF 300 PER 
WEEK -- OR NEARLY EIGHT TIMES THE RATE TODAY. OVER THE FIRST TWO WEEKS 
OF THIS MONTH, WE LOST 84 LIVES IN VIETNAM -- THE LOWEST CASUALTY FIGURE 
FOR A TWO-WEEK PERIOD IN NEARLY FIVE YEARS. I DO NOT HOLD OUT THE LOSS 
OF 84 LIVES AS A TRIUMPH. THE LOSS OF A SINGLE LIFE IN VIETNAM IS A 

TRAGEDY. BUT THE PRESIDENT IS TRYING DESPERATELY TO WRITE AN END TO 

THAT TRAGEDY, AND HE IS SUCCEEDING. 
OUR MEN ARE COMitlG HOME. OUR CASUALTY LISTS ARE GROWING 

SHORTER. OUR ALLIES HAVE TAKEN UP THE BURDEN OF THEIR OWN DEFENSE, AND 
THEY BEAR IT WELL, BECAUSE OUR FORCES, ACTING UNDER THE GUIDANCE OF THE 

PRESIDENT, HAVE INSTRUCTED THEM WELL. 
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LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, THE DEMOCRAT PARTY AND THEIR 
PHILOSOPHICALLY BANKRUPT CANDIDATES HAVE SOUGHT TO MAKE PEACE A POLITICAL 
ISSUE, BUT PEACE IS NOT A POLITICAL ISSUE. THE MEN WE SEND TO SOUTHEAST 
ASIA ARE NOf PAWNS IN A CHESS GAME. THEY ARE THE WEALTH OF THIS NATION. 
WE ARE NOT LOSING DOG TAGS AND SERIAL NUMBERS IN THOSE JUNGLES AND SWAMPS; 
WE ARE LOSING THE RICH POTENTIAL OF AN ENTIRE GENERATION. WE ARE LOSING 
SURGEONS AND SCIENTISTS; WE ARE LOSING FARMERS AND POETS AND PAINTERS 
AND BUSINESSMEN AND STATESMEN. WHILE THE SOVIETS AND THE CHINESE FIGHT TO 
THE LAST VIETNAMESE, WE ARE SPILLING THE LIFE-BLOOD OF A GENERATION OF 
OUR OWN YOUNG AMERICANS. 

THEIR LOSS LEAVES A GAP IN OUR SOCIETY THAT WILL TAKE YEARS TO 
FILL, AND IT LEAVES A PAIN IN OUR HEARTS THAT NOTHING WILL EVER PUT TO 
REST. 

THIS IS A HARD THING, THIS WAR; AND IT IS MADE HARDER BY THOSE 
POLITICIANS WHO ARE DETERMINED TO CASH IN ON IT RIGHT DOWN TO THE LAST 
DROP OF OUR YOUNG MEN'S BLOOD. 

THIS IS WHAT RICHARD NIXON HAS HAD TO BEAR AS HE HAS GONE ABOUT THE 
DELICATE TASK OF DISENGAGEMENT IN SOUTHEAST ASIA. THIS IS WHAT THE 
PRESIDENT HAS HAD TO BEAR IN HIS EFFORT TO DO THE WILL OF THE PEOPLE. 
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EARLIER THIS MONTH, AS YOU KNOW, THE PRESIDENT REACHED OUT TO 
HANOI WITH A HUMANE AND REALISTIC OPPORTUNITY TO STOP THE BLOODSHED. NOW 
WE SHALL KNOW WHETHER HANOI WANTS AN END TO THE BLOODSHED. 

I HOPE THEY DO. 

I KNOW THE PRESIDENT DOES. 

THE AMERICAN PEOPLE HOPE SO TOO. 
BUT I WANT TO ASSURE YOU OF ONE THING AS CERTAIN AS THE SUNRISE: 

HANOI WILL NOT RESPOND IN A POSITIVE WAY AS LONG AS THERE IS ANY HOPE 
THAT THIS NATION'S RESOLVE CAN BE WEAKENED FROM WITHIN. IF THE AMERICAN 
PEOPLE VOTE TO SUPPORT THE PRESIDENT ON NOVEMBER 3, IF THEY PUT MEN LIKE 
JACK DANFORTH IN THE SENATE ON NOVEMBER 3 AND VOTE OUT THOSE WHO HAVE 
CONSISTENTLY REFUSED TO SUPPORT THE PRESIDENT -- THEN I THINK HANOI WILL 
GET THE MESSAGE; THEN THEY WILL BE CERTAIN BEYOND DOUBT THAT THE PRESIDENT 
IS DEALING WITH A STRONG HAND. AND I THINK THE AMERICAN PEOPLE ARE GOING 
TO DO IT. 

A CALL FOR LEADERSHIP 
MY FELLOW REPUBLICANS, LEADERSHIP IS AN ILLUSIVE QUALITY. THERE 

WAS A TIME THAT WHEN AMERICA CALLED, A HUNDRED THOUSAND VOICES ANSWERED; 
WHEN MEN OF COURAGE WERE NEEDED, AMERICA PRODUCED THEM; WHEN MEN OF WISDOM 
WERE WANTED, AMERICA HAD THEM; WHEN LEADERSHIP WAS DEMANDED, THE MAN AND 
THE HOUR MET. 
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IN RECENT YEARS, WE HAVE WONDERED WHERE IT ALL WENT -- WHAT 

HAPPENED IN AMERICA? CERTAINLY WE HAVE HAD MEN OF COURAGE, MEN OF 

VISION AND WISDOM; CERTAINLY WE HAVE HAD THE EVERETT DIRKSENS AND THE 

DURWARD HALLS, AND THE TOM CURTISES. BUT THEIR VOICES HAVE BEEN LONELY 

VOICES AND THEIR VIRTUES LONELY VIRTUES. 

WHILE THE POLITICS OF A GREAT NATION WAS SUBORDINATED TO 

eERSONAL AMBITION, TO APPETITE AND EXPEDIENCE, THE QUIET AMERICAN, THE 

WORKING AMERICAN -- THE AMERICAN WHOSE ANSWER TO THE WAR ON POVERTY HAS 

BEEN TO GET A JOB AND WORK HARD -- HE CONTINUED TO CARRY AMERICA. 

AS THE BURDENS OF WELFARE -- OF THE NON-WORKING FREELOADER WHO THINKS 

THE COUNTRY OWES HIM A LIVING -- AS THE BURDENS OF FOREIGN GIVEAWAY 

PROGRAMS GREW HEAVIER, HE PAID THE PRICE; HE CARRIED THE BURDEN. HE 

CARRIED TI ALL, THIS QUIET WORKING AMERICAN, PATIENT AND STRONG AS EVER, 

WAITING FOR THE DAWN THAT HAD TO COME. 

AND IT CAME TWO YEARS AGO. 

TOW YEARS AGO, THE FIRST RAYS OF LIGHT BROKE' THROUGH. 
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NOW THE TASK OF RE-ORDERING PRIORITIES AND TURNING AMERICA 

AROUND IS NOT A SMALL TASK. BUT IT IS BEING DONE. RICHARD NIXON HAS 

PUT THIS NATION BACK ON THE HIGH ROAD TO MORAL PRE-EMINENCE IN THE WORLD. 

TODAY THE SUN IS UP. COURAGE AND WISDOM ARE ONCE MORE HONORED 

IN AMERICA. THAT RARE CAPACITY FOR DOMESTIC DIPLOMACY, WHICH IS THE 

ESSENCE OF LEADERSHIP IN A DEMOCRACY, IS SEEN AND FELT AGAIN IN THIS 

NATION -- IN OUR PRESIDENT, RICHARD NIXON. 

CAMPUS LEADERSHIP 

I AM SURE YOU HAVE ALL HEARD ABOUT THE REPORT OF THE COMMISSION 

ON CAMPUS UNREST. THAT REPORT WAS PUBLISHED LAST MONTH, AND IT CALLED 

ON THE PRESIDENT TO TAKE THE INITIATIVE IN LEADING THE COUNTRY AND IN 

COOLING THE PASSIONS WHICH ARE INFLAMING MANY SEGMENTS OF OUR SOCIETY. 

I HAVE NO QUARREL WITH THE MEMBERS OF THE COMMISSION NOR WITH THEIR 

EFFORTS TO SEEK OUT THE ROOTS OF THE UPHEAVAL ON OUR CAMPUSES, BUT I DO 

CONTEND THAT THE REPORT WAS OUT OF DATE WHEN ISSUED, BECAUSE WE SAW THE 

LATEST EXAMPLE OF JUST THAT SORT OF LEADERSHIP THE COMMISSION WAS CALLING 

FOR LAST MONTH IN THE STATE OF KANSAS. 
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THERE THE PRESIDENT SPOKE TO OVER FIFTEEN THOUSAND STUDENTS AT 

KANSAS STATE UNIVERSITY. AND IF WE COULD NOT KNOW FROM THE SIMl'LE 

ELOQUENCE OF HIS ADDRESS THAT A NEW DAY HAD COME IN AMERICA, THEN WE 

CERTAINLY WOULD HAVE KNOWN FROM THE SURGING RESPONSE OF THOSE THOUSANDS 

OF YOUNG PEOPLE. ONCE AGAIN, WE COULD SEE THAT WE TRULY HAVE A MAN 

OF VISION TO LEAD US. WE SAW ONCE AGAIN THAT THE TILLER OF THE SHIP OF 

STATE IS IN SAFE, SURE HANDS. 

AS OUR COLLEGES AND UNIVERSITIES OPEN THEIR DOORS FOR ANOTHER 

ACADEMIC YEAR, WE AS A NATION HAVE BEEN CONSCIOUS OF RAPIDLY APPROACHING 

A TIME OF DECISION -- A TIME WHEN WE MUST DETERMINE TO SAVE THE GREAT 

CENTERS OF LEARNING IN THIS NATION -- OR RELINQUISH THEM FOREVER TO A 

GENERATION OF VIPERS; AND WITH THEM. RELINQUISH FOREVER OUR HIGH DESTINY 

AS A PEOPLE. 

Rl'CHARD NIXON SAW THE TURNING POINT, AND MADE CLEAR AND CERTAIN 

TO ALL THE CHOICE THIS NATION INTENDS TO MAKE: 11 THE lIME HAS COME, 11 HE 

SAID, 11 FOR US TO RECOGNIZE THAT VIOLENCE AND TERROR HAVE NO PLACE IN A 

FREE SOCIETY, WHOEVER THE PERPETRATORS AND WHATEVER THEIR PURPORTED 

CAUSE. IN A SYSTEM THAT PROVIDES THE MEANS FOR PEACEFUL CHANGE, 

NO CAUSE JUSTIFIES VIOLENCE IN THE NAME OF CHANGE. 11 
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THE PRESIDENT HAS STATED THE ISSUE CLEARLY. IN HIS WORDS: 
11THOSE DECENCIES, THOSE SELF-RESTRAINTS AND THE WILLINGNESS TO LISTEN TO 

SOMEONE ELSE AND NOT SHOUT HIM DOWN, THOSE PATTERNS OF MUTUAL RESPECT 

FOR THE RIGHTS AND THE FEELINGS OF ONE ANOTHER, ARE WHAT WE MUST 

PRESERVE IF FREEDOM ITSELF IS TO BE PRESERVED. 11 

MY FELLOW REPUBLICANS, THE ESSENCE OF LEADERSHIP IS 

DECISIVENESS -- IT CANNOT, IT MUST NOT, EQUIVOCATE. AND THERE IS NO 

EQUIVOCATION IN THE WORDS OF OUR PRESIDENT -- THERE IS NOTHING LESS AT 

STAKE THAN FREEDOM ITSELF. IT MUST BE PRESERVED. IT MUST BE PRESERVED. 

FOR IF WE PERMIT FREEDOM TO BE ATTACKED ON OUR CAMPUS, IF WE 

WATCH FREEDOM FALTER IN OUR CITIES, IF WE LACK THE COURAGE TO STAND FOR 

LIBERTY HERE, THEN HOW SHALL WE LIVE WITH THE KNOWLEDGE THAT OUR SONS 

HAVE FALLEN FOR LIBERTY IN SOUTHEAST ASIA. 

AND AS WE WATCH A NATION BASED ON MUTUAL RESPECT AND MUTUAL 

REGARD ATTACKED, AND CRIPPLED BY THE LAW OF THE JUNGLE, WE STAND INDICTED 

IN THE EYES OF OUR CHILDREN, WE STAND ACCUSED IN THE EYES OF THOSE YOUNG 

MEN WHO FIGHT FOR US IN VIETNAM. HAVE THEY DEFENDED FREEDOM AT KHE SANH 

AND CAMBODIA AND IN THE DELTA, ONLY TO SEE IT ATTACKED IN SAN FRANCISCO 
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AND CHICAGO AND PHILADELPHIA? WE STAND, LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, BEFORE 
THE COURT OF HISTORY ITSELF. AND THE QUESTION IS, CAN WE REDEEM AMERICA, 
OR WILL WE LET IT FALTER UNDER THE BLOWS OF THE MUGGER, AND THE CON MAN, 
AND THE PSEUDO-REVOLOTIONARY? 

THERE CAN BE ONLY ONE ANSWER. BUT WE MUST GIVE THAT ANSWER STRONG 
AND CLEAR, FOR AS THE SCRIPTURE SAYS, IF THE TRUMPET GIVE AN UNCERTAIN 
SOUND, WHO SHALL PREPARE HIMSELF TO THE BATTLE? WE MUST MAKE IT CLEAR 
THAT WE WILL NOT PERMIT THE TYRANNY OF TERROR ON OUR STREETS, NOR THE 
ANIMAL ACTS OF ANARCHY SO COMMON TO OUR COLLEGES AND UNIVERSITIES. 

YOU CAN MAKE IT CLEAR; WE CAN REDEEM THIS NATION -- YOU CAN DO IT 
BY HELPING TO BUILD A REPUBLICAN MAJORITY IN THE UNITED STATES SENATE. THE 
DEMOCRATS WHO CREATED THIS MESS ARE DASHING AROUND NOW TALKING ABOUT 
LAW AND ORDER. THEY KNOW A GOOD THING WHEN THEY SEE IT. THEY KNOW THE 
PEOPLE ARE FED UP. THEY KNOW AMERICANS WANT TO SEE THE LAW ENFORCED AND 
ORDER MAINTAINED. SO THEY ARE ALL SUDDENLY TALKING ABOUT LAW AND ORDER --
AND BELIEVE ME, NOTHING IS MORE STARTLING THAN TO HEAR SOMEBODY LIKE 
HUBERT HUMPHREY -- THE SAME MAN WHO SAID IF HE WAS YOUNGER HE COULD LEAD 
A PRETTY GOOD RIOT -- NOTHING IS MORE STRANGE THAN TO HEAR PEOPLE LIKE THAT 
SUDDEN[¥" TALKING ABOUT LAW AND ORDER. 
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LAST WEEK, PRESIDENT NIXON SIGNED THE ORGANIZED CRIME CONTROL 

ACT IN WASHINGTON -- 18 MONTHS AFTER HE SUBMITTED IT TO THE CONGRESS --

18 MONTHS AFTER IT WAS PUT IN THE HANDS OF DEMOCRAT COMMITTEE CHAIRMEN --

18 MONTHS DURING WHICH THE INSIDIOUS GERM OF CRIMINAL SYNDICALISM CONTINUED 

TO PENETRATE AND INFECT THE VERY FABRIC OF LEGITIMATE BUSINESS ACTIVITY 

AND HUMAN LIFE IN THIS COUNTRY. 

DEMOCRAT LAW AND ORDER DEPUTIES TELL HOW THEY ARE SO CONCERNED 

ABOUT THE CRIME WAVE IN THIS COUNTRY, AND HOW THEY ARE GOING TO FIGHT IT.
