RECOGNIZES MORE AND MORE THE VALUE OF THE TWO-PARTY SYSTEM. AND 

EVEN BETTER, MORE AND MORE SOUTHERNERS TODAY REALIZE THAT THE RE-

PUBLICAN PARTY MORE NEARLY FITS THEIR NEEDS AND MORE NEARLY MEETS 

THE NEEDS OF THE ENTIRE NATION. 

UNDER A REPUBLICAN PRESIDENT, THE SOUTH IS NO LONGER TREATED 

LIKE A POOR RELATIVE, TO BE TOSSED A BONE ONCE IN AWHILE, BUT NOT

AND THIS IS THE STRATEGY THE LIBERAL DEMOCRATS CALL EVIL. 

BUT IT IS NOT EVIL AT ALL; IT IS MERELY EFFECTIVE; IT IS WORKING. 
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AND THAT IS WHY YOU SEE THE MUSKIES, AND THE JACKSONS, AND THE 

MC GOVERNS, AND ALL THE DEMOCRAT PRESIDENTIAL CANDIDATES RUNNING 

DOWN HERE TO WARN AGAINST THE REPUBLICANS AND TO ATTEMPT TO LURE 

YOU BACK INTO YOUR OLD DEMOCRAT VOTING HABITS.

MERITS TELLING AND IT DESERVES REPEATING. 

MAKE PRESIDENT'S RECORD KNOWN 

AND THAT IS WHY WE NEED THE HELP OF EVERY REPUBLICAN TO TELL
