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MAHASKA, PAOLA SENIOR CENTER FEDERAL FUNDS TO BE RELEASED 

Washington, DC Federal funds totaling $210,000 for senior 

citizen centers in Mahaska and Paola will be released on July 1, 

Kansas Senator Bob Dole said today. 

The Mahaska senior center will receive $160,000 while the 
Paola center will get $50,000. Funding comes from the u.s. Dept. 
of Health & Human Services (HHS}. 

In making the announcement, Sen. Dole said smaller 
communities often have difficulty competing for federal funds. 
"But our rural towns have real needs too, and that's the point I 
made when working with the Administration to get these funds. 
The commitment shown by the local communities in raising a 
portion of the necessary funds for construction of the centers 
helped prove that point, and together we were able to succeed." 

According to Sen. Dole, more than $25,000 was raised locally 
in Mahaska for the senior citizen center there, and 
ground-breaking ceremonies are now planned for July 4. The Paola 
community raised $80,000 for its center, which has been under 
construction for several months, said Dole. 

Sen. Dole made the official request for the Mahaska and Paola 
f unds last year during action on the HHS appropriations bill. 
Congress adopted the bill just before Christmas, and Sen. Dole 
t hen began negotiations with HHS over the release of the funds. 
Following several months of discussions, HHS agreed to fund the 
p rojects in full with discretionary funds from HHS Office of 
Community Services.
