ONE WONDERS WHY SUCH A FUROR CAN BE RAISED IN THE MEDIA WHEN |
COMPARE A WOOLLY-HEADED POLITICIAN TO A MARSHMALLOW, YET NO SIMILAR OUT-
CRY IS RAISED WHEN ANOTHER SENATOR WHO HAPPENS TO BE A LIBERAL DEMOCRAT
COMPARES HIS NATION'S WAR EXERTIONS WITH THOSE OF NAZI GERMANY.

LET ME STATE THIS, MY FRIENDS. THE NATIONAL MOMENTUM TO GET OUT
OF VIETNAM AT ALL COST, THE NATIONAL MOVE TO CUT BACK DEFENSE AND SPACE
FUNDS TO SPEND ON WELFARE AND THE CITIES ---- THESE ARE MOVEMENTS THAT
CARRY WITHIN THEM THE SEEDS OF DISASTER TO THE UNITED STATES.

U. S. MUST WEIGH DEFENSE CAREFULLY

IT IS A SIMPLISTIC ARGUMENT TO SAY WE SPEND $70 BILLION FOR DEFENSE;

WHY NOT TAKE $10 BILLION OF THAT AND POUR IT INTO THE CITIES? IT IS A

SIMPLISTIC ARGUMENT -- AND A FOOLISH ONE. THE UNITED STATES DOES NOT, AND
CANNOT, DRAW UP ITS DEFENSE BUDGET IN THIN AIR. |IT MUST WEIGH THE EXPEND-

ITURES FOR DEFENSE AGAINST THOSE OF ITS POTENTIAL ENEMIES. WE SPEND LESS

OF OUR GNP FOR DEFENSE TODAY THAN WE HAVE IN 20 YEARS; WE SPEND FAR LESS

THAN ISRAEL, FAR MORE THAN JAPAN. BUT, JUST AS THOSE NATIONS MUST MEA-

SURE THEIR DEFENSE BUDGETS AGAINST THE NEEDS OF SECURITY AND THEIR OWN COM-

MITMENTS, SO MUST THE UNITED STATES.
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THERE IS AN ELEMENT OF HYPOCRISY IN THE DEMAGOGUERY OF THOSE WHO

TELL US THAT WE CAN CUT MILITARY RESEARCH BELOW THAT OF THE SOVIET UNION,

THAT WE CAN CUT STRATEGIC SPENDING BELOW THAT OF THE SOVIET UNION -- AND

IN THE SAME BREATH TELL THE PRESIDENT TO STAND UP TO THE RUSSIANS AT SUEZ.

KENNEDY USED STRENGTH

IN 1962, JOHN F. KENNEDY, BACKED UP BY THE FULL PANOPLY OF AMERICAN
POWER HE INHERITED FROM DWIGHT EISENHOWER -- A SUPERIORITY OF 8-TO-|
IN STRATEGIC WEAPONS, AND COMPLETE NAVAL SUPERIORITY IN THE CARIBBEAN --
FORCED A SOVIET WITHDRAWAL OF MISSILES FROM CUBA.

THE MILITARY SUPERIORITY THAT MR. KENNEDY HELD GUARANTEED A PEACE-
FUL RESOLUTION OF THAT CRISIS, WITH MISSILES REMOVED. BUT TODAY, THAT
SUPERIORITY IS GONE. AND IT IS FOLLY TO CONTINUE TO TALK AND ACT AS THOUGH
IT REMAINED. IT DOES NOT. THE SOVIET STRATEGIC POWER IS AS GREAT OR
GREATER THAN THAT OF THE UNITED STATES; AND THOSE WHO WOULD CUT THIS DEFENSE
BUDGET TO THE BONE HAVE AN OBLIGATION TO TELL US WHAT THEY WOULD DO,
SHOULD ANOTHER CONFRONTATION OCCUR WHERE THE TACTICAL SUPERIORITY LIES WITH
THE SOVIETS.
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SHOULD THE SOVIETS, FOR A SINGLE EXAMPLE, CUT OFF WESTERN ACCESS

TO THE CITY OF BERLIN, WHAT WOULD BE THEIR RESPONSE?

DISARMERS |IGNORE RISKS

THOUGH THESE QUESTIONS OF AMERICAN POWER HAVE BEEN PUT ONTO THE
BACK BURNER BY POLITICIANS STAMPEDING TO THE GLAMOUR ISSUES OF TODAY,
IGNORING THEM WILL NOT MAKE THEM GO AWAY.

WHETHER WE LIKE IT OR NOT, THERE ARE HUNGRY NATIONS IN THIS WORLD --
NAT [ONS HUNGRY FOR POWER AND INFLUENCE AND WEALTH AND DOMINATION. AND
THERE ARE THE SELF-SATISFIED NATIONS, SATISFIED WITH ALL THE GOOD THINGS
THEY HAVE, AND YEARNING FOR ACCOMMODATION, FOR PEACE, FOR FRIENDSHIP, FOR
AN END TO THE BURDENS OF DEFENSE.

SOME AMERICANS WOULD READILY SHIRK THE BURDEN OF DEFENSE WE NOW

BEAR. EVEN THOUGH IT IS LESS IN TERMS OF THE PERCENTAGE OF THE NATIONAL

BUDGET, LESS IN TERMS OF THE PERCENTAGE OF THE GNP, THAN IT HAS BEEN IN

TWENTY YEARS, STILL THEY COMPLAIN THAT IT IS TOO HEAVY.

THE AMERICAN PEOPLE HAVE NOT LOOKED HARD ENOUGH AND FAR ENOUGH DOWN
THE ROAD THESE PIPERS OF ISOLATIONISM WOULD LEAD THE UNITED STATES. PERHAPS

THE PIPERS THEMSELVES HAVE NOT. THEY READ THE POLLS AND LISTEN TO THE CHEERS
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AND CONTINUE TO FEED, WITH LESS AND LESS RESPONSIBLE STATEMENTS, THE

FRUSTRATION AND THE WEARINESS OF THE AMERICAN PEOPLE.

STRENGTH NEEDED FOR PEACE

BUT PEACE AND SECURITY IN THIS ERA CANNOT BE HAD ON THE CHEAP. THE
NATION THAT RESTS ON ITS OARS WILL FIND THAT IT HAS FALLEN BEHIND; AND IN
THIS ERA, IT WILL FIND THAT IT HAS FALLEN BEHIND THE KIND OF NATION IT IS
NEVER WISE TO BE INFERIOR TO.

THOSE WHO FORGET THE LESSONS OF THE PAST ARE DESTINED TO REPEAT
THEM, SO WE ARE TOLD. THE ASTONISHING FACT OF THESE TIMES |S THAT SOME
PEOPLE HAVE FORGOTTEN THEM SO SQON =---- SO SOON AFTER MUNICH -- SO SOON

AFTER KOREA -- SO SOON AFTER HUNGARY -- SO SOON AFTER CZECHOSLOVAKIA.

FACTS ON RUSSIA

FACTS ARE STUBBORN THINGS. BUT THE FACTS OF THE LAST DECADE, WHICH
SAW ALL THE GREAT HOPES 954LIBER&LIZING SOVIET UNION EVAPORATE, ALSO SAW
A MASSIVE SOVIET DRIVE TO EQUAL US AND EXCEED US IN THE DEVELOPMENT AND

DEPLOYMENT OF STRATEGIC WEAPONS. THE LAST DECADE SAW THE SOVIET UNION
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BECOME A GREAT NAVAL POWER FOR THE FIRST TIME SINCE PETER THE GREAT.

THE LAST DECADE SAW THE SOVIET UNION MAKE ENORMOUS STRIDES IN NUCLEAR SuB-
MARINES THREATENING TO EQUAL AND PERHAPS SURPASS OUR OWN FORCES WITHIN

A MATTER OF YEARS. THE LAST DECADE SAW THE SOVIETS DEVELOP AND DEPLOY
THE WORLD'S ONLY MISSILE DEFENSE SYSTEM AT A TIME WHEN AN AMERICAN PRESI|-
DENT WAS SAYING IT COULD NOT BE DONE. THE LAST DECADE SAW A DRAMATIC
INCREASE IN SOVIET INVESTMENTS IN MILITARY RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT,
WHILE THOSE OF THE UNITED STATES LEVELED OFF AND DECLINED. THE LAST
DECADE SAW THE ENUNCIATION OF THE BREZHNEV DOCTRINE OF LIMITED SOVER-
EIGNTY AND ITS APPLICATION IN PRAGUE EVEN WHILE THE FOREMOST ADVOCATES
OF DETENTE WERE CAVORTING AT THE CONVENTION HALL AND RIOTING IN THE
STREETS OF CHICAGO.

HUMPHREY DUPED

FOR FIVE YEARS, MR. HUMPHREY WAS THE NATION'S PRIMARY ADVOCATE
OF THE THESIS THE SOVIETS HAD MELLOWED, AND THE VERY WEEK HE WENT TO
CHICAGO FOR HIS CONVENTION, HIS "MELLOWED" FRIENDS PUT AN EXCLAMATION

POINT ON HIS PERSPICACITY BY MARCHING INTO PRAGUE.
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PRES IDENT WASHINGTON ONCE WROTE THAT TO BE PREPARED FOR WAR IS
THE BEST MEANS OF PRESERVING THE PEACE. IN OUR DAY AND AGE, WHEN GEORGE 111
HAS BEEN SUCCEEDED BY STALINS AND KHRUSHCHEVS AND BREZHNEVS, AND WHEN MUSKETS
AND WOODEN SHIPS HAVE BEEN SUCCEEDED BY SS-9'S AND MIRV'S, THAT EQUATION
IS YET VALID.

PRESIDENT NIXON SUMMED UP THE NEED FOR CONTINUED NATIONAL STRENGTH
IN A RECENT SPEECH TO GRADUATES OF THE NAVAL CANDIDATES SCHOOL IN NEWPORT,
RHODE |SLAND.

"IF ALL THE WORLD WERE FREE," HE SAID, "WE MIGHT HAVE NEED OF NO
ARMS. IF ALL THE WORLD WERE JUST, WE WOULD HAVE NO NEED OF VALOR. BUT
AS WE SEE THAT THE VALUES WE CHERISH ARE NOT CHERISHED UNIVERSALLY, AND
THAT THERE ARE THOSE WHO FEEL THREATENED BY THE PROSPECT OF FREEDOM AND
JUSTICE, THEN WE MUST KEEP THE STRENGTH WE NEED TO KEEP THE VALUES WE
CHERISH."

AS REPUBLICANS, WE CAN TAKE SPECIAL PRIDE IN THE JOB OUR PRESIDENT
IS DOING TO UPHOLD AMERICA'S STRENGTH. AND AS AMERICANS, WE OWE IT TO HIM
TO GIVE HIM EVERY OUNCE OF SUPPORT WE CAN MUSTER ON THIS OVERWHELMING
