REDEEMING THE AMERI|CAN PROMISE

IT IS ALWAYS A LITTLE DIFFICULT TO COME AND SPEAK BEFORE A GROUP SUCH
AS THIS BECAUSE, ON THE ONE HAND YOUR INTERESTS ARE WIDE AND VARIED, AND ON
THE OTHER, THERE ARE A NEARLY UNLIMITED NUMBER OF SUBJECTS TO TALK ABOUT TO-
DAY AT THE FEDERAL LEVEL, WHETHER THEY BE IN THE FIELD OF DOMESTIC AFFAIRS,
OR FOREIGN AFFAIRS, OR NATIONAL SECURITY OR POLITICS.

I SHALL TOUCH ON SEVERAL OF THESE TOPICS BEFORE | AM THROUGH TypﬁY,
BUT | WANT TO CONCENTRATE LARGELY ON THE RECORD OF THE PRESIDENT OF THE
UNITED STATES, WHAT HE HAS PROPOSED, AND WHAT HE HAS DONE.

I WANT TO DO THIS LARGELY BECAUSE THE REAL STORY OF RICHARD NIXON

NEVER SEEMS TO FILTER SUCCESSFULLY THROUGH THE VAéTBUS NEWS MEDIA AND DOWN

TO THE PEOPLE.
BECAUSE OF THIS, THOSE OF US WHO SUPPORT THE PRESIDENT AND BELIEVE
IN HIM AND WHAT HE IS TRYING TO DO SET OUT FROM TIME TO TIME TO TRY TO

CORRECT THE MISCONCEPTIONS ABOUT RICHARD NIXON -- THE MISCONCEPTIONS THAT

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HE IS AN EXPEDIENT MAN OR AN EQUIVOCAL MAN, THAT HE IS A MAN WHO CHANGES
WITH THE MOOD OF THE TIMES OR TO MEET THE NEEDS OF THE MOMENT.

THESE ARE CHARGES THROWN RECKLESSLY BY RICHARD NIXON'S ENEMIES AND

FOR THE FACT IS,
THESE CHARGES SIMPLY ARE NOT TRUE. RICHARD NIXON IS A CONSISTENT MAN, FAR

THOUGHT-OUT AND LOGICAL VIEWS AND OPINIONS WHICH HE CHANGES ONLY AS HE
FINDS THEM TO BE WRONG OR OUTDATED, OR WHEN A BETTER IDEA COMES ALONG.

HE DOES NOT SUCCUMB TO THE EXPEDIENCY OF THE CURRENT NATIONAL FAD,

THE PRESSURES OF STREET DEMONSTRATIONS OR THE LURE OF POLITICAL ADVANTAGE.
AND ALL THE WRITINGS OF ALL THE LIBERAL COLUMNISTS AND THE PRONOUNCEMENTS
OF THE LIBERAL TELEVISION COMMENTATORS WILL NOT CHANGE THAT FACT.

"WE CANNOT TURN BACK THE CLOCK," HE SAID. "WE MUST NOT UNDO ALL
THE GOOD WE HAVE DONE AS WE TRY NOW TO REGAIN THE FREEDOM WE HAVE LOST.
NOR CAN WE THROW UP OUR HANDS AND SAY THAT ONE MAN DOES NOT COUNT ANY
MORE -- THAT WE'VE TRADED PERSONAL FREEDOM AWAY FOR THE SECURITY OF
A BIG, PATERNAL GOVERNMENT,"

d*: IN LATE 1969, THE PRESIDENT FIRST PROPOSED TO REFORM OUR WELFARE
SYSTEM IN SUCH A WAY THAT THE WORKING POOR WOULD FIND IT MORE PROFITABLE
TO WORK THAN TO GO ON RELIEF. FOR A YEAR AND A HALF, THE PRESIDENT
HAS BEEN WORKING TO PERSUADE THE CONGRESS TO JOIN HIM IN THAT KIND OF
WELFARE REFORM. IN THAT WILLIAMSBURG SPEECH, RICHARD NIXON SAID, "WELFARE

YOU MIGHT NOT AGREE WITH HIS SPECIFIC PROPOSAL. BUT NONE CAN

DOUBT THAT HE IS CARRYING OUT A CAMPAIGN PROMISE.

THIS YEAR THE PRESIDENT HAS PROPOSED A PROGRAM OF REVENUE SHARING
—
WITH THE STATES AND LOCALITIES...A PROGRAM THAT HAS WON THE SUPPORT OF
MOST GOVERNORS, MOST MAYORS AND MOST MEMBERS OF CONGRESS, AT LEAST IN
PRINCIPLE.
IT IS A PROGRAM THAT WILL RETURN MONEY AND THE AUTHORITY TO USE

IT TO THE STATES AND CITIES.,
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AT WILLIAMSBURG, THE PRESIDENT HAD SAID, "WE ARE GOING TO REVERSE

YOU MIGHT NOT AGREE WITH ALL THE DETAILS OF REVENUE SHARING, BUT
YOU CANNOT DOUBT THAT THE PRESIDENT IS LIVING UP TO HIS CAMPAIGN PROMISE.
NOR WAS WILLIAMSBURG THE ONLY PLACE WHERE RICHARD NIXON MADE A PROMISE
HE IS KEEPING OR ANNOUNCED A POLICY HE IS FOLLOWING.

THERE HAS BEEN MUCH TALK IN RECENT WEEKS ABOUT THE RELAXING OF
TENSIONS BETWEEN THE UNITED STATES AND MAINLAND CHINA. SOME HAVE FOUND
IT HARD TO BELIEVE THAT A HARD-LINE, ANTI-COMMUNIST SUCH AS RICHARD NIXON

YET IN A SPEECH ON CBS RADIO ON OCTOBER 19, 1968, RICHARD NIXON SAID,

FERS OF TRADE OR RECOGNITION; BUT TAKING THE LONG VIEW WE SIMPLY CANNOT
AFFORD TO LEAVE CHINA FOREVER OUTSIDE THE FAMILY OF NATIONS, THERE TO

NURTURE ITS FANTASIES, CHERISH ITS HATES AND THREATEN ITS NEIGHBORS.
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THERE 1S NO PLACE ON THIS SMALL PLANET FOR A BILLION OF ITS POTENTIALLY
MOST ABLE PEOPLE TO LIVE IN ANGRY |SOLATION."
TO THOSE WHb DID NOT HEAR, THE PRESIDENT'S INITIATIVES COME AS A
';é> SURPRISE, TO THOSE WHO WERE LISTENING, THE CONSISTENCY OF THE MAN IS
CLEAR,

IT IS CLEAR, TOO, ON VIETNAM,

ON AUGUST |, 1968, RICHARD NIXON SUBMITTED A STATEMENT TO THE
COMMITTEE ON RESOLUTIONS OF THE REPUBLICAN NATIONAL CONVENTION. |IT SAID
IN PART:  "WE NEED FAR GREATER AND MORE URGENT ATTENTION TO TRAINING THE
SOUTH VIETNAMESE THEMSELVES AND EQUIPPING THEM WITH THE BEST OF MODERN
WEAPONS. AS THEY ARE PHASED IN, AMERICAN TROOPS CAN -- AND SHOULD -- BE
PHASED OUT, s s IT IS ESSENTIAL IF SOUTH VIETNAM IS TO DEVELOP BOTH THE
MILITARY STRENGTH AND THE STRENGTH OF SPIRIT TO SURVIVE NOW AND IN THE
FUTURE.

"IT IS A CRUEL IRONY THAT THE AMERICAN EFFORT TO SAFEGUARD THE
INDEPENDENCE OF SOUTH VIETNAM HAS PRODUCED AN EVER-INCREASING DEPENDENCY

IN OUR ALLY. |IF SOUTH VIETNAM'S FUTURE IS TO BE SECURE, THIS PROCESS MUST

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TODAY WE CALL THIS PROPOSAL "VIETNAMIZATION". IT IS A PROPOSAL

HALF HAVE COME HOME. THE DEPENDENCY OF SOUTH VIETNAM ON AMERICA 1S RAPIDLY
DECREASING. WE ARE QUICKLY REACHING THE POINT WHERE THE SOUTH VIETNAMESE
CAN AND WILL DEFEND THEMSELVES. WE ARE QUICKLY COMING TO THE DAY WHEN THE
CASUALTY FIGURES THE PENTAGON RELEASES EVERY THURSDAY WILL READ ZERO OR
NEAR ZERO. WE ARE QUICKLY ENDING AMERICA'S COMBAT ROLE IN VIETNAM,

THE SECOND IS TO WARN YOU THAT THOSE PROMISES AND THEIR FULFILLMENT
ARE MEANINGLESS |F AMERICA DOES NOT REMAIN STRONG,

MANY, PROBABLY MOST OF US, HERE IN THIS ROOM HAVE FOUGHT IN ONE WAR
OR ANOTHER FOR AMERICA'S FREEDOM AND FOR THE FREEDOM OF OTHERS IN THIS
WORLD WHO SEEK TO BE FREE.

NOW, THERE ARE THOSE IN AMERICA WHO ARE WILLING TO RISK THE FREEDOM

PRESIDENT NIXON SEEKS A GENERATION OF PEACE FOR US AND FOR OUR
CHILDREN. BUT HE IS AWARE THAT IN THE REAL WORLD IN WHICH WE LIVE, WE
CANNOT HAVE REAL PEACE, JUST AS WE CANNOT HAVE REAL FREEDOM, UNLESS
WE ALSO HAVE REAL STRENGTH.

IN THAT SPEECH IN WILLIAMSBURG ON OCTOBER 2, 1968, CANDIDATE
RICHARD NIXON SAID THE "NEXT PRESIDENT WILL LEAD THIS NATION IN ITS
REACH FOR GREATNESS ONLY IF HE SUMMONS A NEW "SPIRIT OF '76."

| REMIND YOU TODAY THAT THE "SPIRIT OF '76" WAS A SPIRIT THAT
CALLED NOT FOR CREATURE COMFORTS OR FOR AN EASY LIFE. THE SPIRIT OF
'76 SOUGHT ONLY INDIVIDUAL FREEDOM AND FREEDOM FROM FOREIGN DOMINATION
