MEN LIKE MILLER NEEDED 

AND IF EVER THERE WERE A TIME WHEN WE NEEDED MEN LIKE CLARENCE IN 

THE CONGRESS, THAT TIME IS NOW. IN THE MONTHS AND YEARS THAT LIE AHEAD, 

THE UNITED STATES CONGRESS WILL HAVE TO MAKE SOME OF THE MOST IMPORTANT DE-

CISIONS IN ITS HISTORY AS A LEGISLATIVE BODY. IN THE PAST FEW WEEKS ALONE, 

PRESIDENT NIXON HAS ANNOUNCED DRAMATIC DEVELOPMENTS IN FOREIGN AND ECONOMIC 

POLICY THAT CAN CHANGE THE SHAPE OF AMERICA'S FUTURE AND LAY THE GROUNDWORK 

FOR AN ERA OF PEACEFUL PROSPERITY. 

BUT THIS GREAT POTENTIAL CAN ONLY BE REALIZED IF THE PRESIDENT CAN 

COUNT ON THE RESPONSIBLE, Bl-PARTISAN COOPERATION OF THE CONGRESS. THAT'S 

WHY MEN LIKE CLARENCE MILLER ARE SO IMPORTANT TODAY -- AND WHY THEIR REELEC-

TION IN 1972 IS CRITICAL TO THE NATION'S FUTURE. 

I BELIEVE THAT THEY CAN AND WILL BE REELECTED, BECAUSE OF THEIR 

RECORDS OF PERSONAL COMPETENCE AND ACHIEVEMENT, AND BECAUSE OF THE RECORD 

OF THE ACJ.11NISTRATION THEY HAVE LOYALLY SUPPORTED. 
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A FULL GENERATION OF PEACE 

I BELIEVE THIS BECAUSE I BELIEVE IN THE MEN AND THEIR POLICIES. 

AM CONVINCED THAT THEIR LEADERSHIP CAN REALIZE, FOR THE FIRST TIME IN 

THIS CENTURY, THE CHERISHED AMERICAN DREAM OF A FULL GENERATION OF PEACE 

WITH PROSPERITY. 

ON AUGUST 15, PRESIDENT NIXON SET OUT A COMPREHENSIVE PLAN TO AC-

COMPLISH THIS GOAL. IT IS STRONG MEDICINE, BUT IT IS THE RIGHT PRESCRIP-

TION, AND POLL AFTER POLL SHOWS THAT AN OVERWHELMING MAJORITY OF AMERICANS 

BACK THEIR PRESIDENT'S PROPOSALS. I KNOW THIS IS TRUE IN MY HOME STATE OF 

KANSAS, AND I AM SURE IT IS JUST ASTTRUE HERE, IN LANCASTER. THE PRESIDENT'S 

ECONOMIC MESSAGE GALVANIZED A NATION-WIDE WAVE OF SUPPORT. IT DID SO BECAUSE 

WHAT THE PRESIDENT SAID MADE SENSE. FOR THE FIRST TIME IN MANY YEARS, A 

PRESIDENT OF THE UNITED STATES ACTUALLY LEVELLED WITH THE PEOPLE -- TRUSTED 

THEM WITH THE HARD, COLD ECONOMIC FACTS OF LIFE -- AND THEN OUTLINED A REAL-

ISTIC, EFFECTIVE COURSE OF ACTION TO REMEDY OUR PROBLEMS. 

MASSIVE PUBLIC SUPPORT 

IT blD NOT TAKE LONG FOR THE HOWLS OF ANGER FROM THE SPECIAL INTEREST 

GROUPS TO START UP, AND FOR A FEW WOULD-BE PRESIDENTIAL CANDIDATES TO JOIN 
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1 N THE CHORUS. BUT THESE DISCORDANT NOTES WERE DROWNED OUT BY THE BIGGEST 

INTEREST GROUP OF ALL -- THE PEOPLE. FROM THE MOMENT THE PRESIDENT DELIVERED 

HIS MESSAGE, THEIR SUPPORT HAS BEEN LOUD AND CLEAR. 

THE GALLUP POLL SHOWS 68 PERCENT OF THE PUBLIC APPROVING PRESIDENT 

NIXON'S DECISION TO PUT A FREEZE ON WAGES AND PRICES -- ONLY I I PERCENT DIS-

APPROVED. ACCORDING TO THE SINDLINGER SURVEY, A FULL 75 PERCENT OF THE PUB-

LIC BACK THE PRESIDENT'S NEW ECONOMIC BLUEPRINT. 

INCREASED CONFIDENCE 

WHEN THE OPINION RESEARCH CORPORATION POLLED THE PUBLIC, IT FOUND 

THAT 63 PERCENT OF THE PEOPLE FELT MORE CONFIDENT ABOUT THE FUTURE AS A RE-

SULT OF THE PRESIDENT'S ANNOUNCEMENT. J. D. POWELL AND ASSOCIATES, A LOS AN-

GELES RESEARCH FIRM, FOUND THAT 75 PERCENT OF THE PUBLIC, INCLUDING 65 PER-

CENT OF UNION MEMBERS, APPROVE OF THE WAGE FREEZE. 

AND, FINALLY, THE LATEST GALLUP POLL, RELEASED OVER THE PAST WEEKEND, 

SHOWS THE PRESIDENT WELL AHEAD OF EACH OF HIS MAJOR DEMOCRAT CONTENDERS -- A 

DRAMATIC UPSURGE THAT REFLECTS RENEWED PUBLIC CONFIDENCE IN RICHARD NIXON 

AND HIS POLICIES. 
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THERE CAN BE NO DOUBT ABOUT IT. A CLEAR MAJORITY -- AN OVERWHELMING 

MAJORITY -- OF AMERICANS FROM ALL WALKS OF LIFE ARE STANDING BEHIND THEIR 

PRESIDENT AND THE INITIATIVES HE HAS TAKEN TO STRENGTHEN THE ECONOMY. 

CONGRESS MUST REFLECT SUPPORT 

BUT, IN ORDER TO BE EFFECTIVE, THIS PUBLIC MANDATE MUST EXTEND TO 

THE CONGRESS OF THE UNITED STATES. PUBLIC SUPPORT MUST BE TRANSLATED INTO 

CONGRESSIONAL SUPPORT IF THE PRESIDENT'S INITIATIVES FOR A PROSPERITY BASED 

ON PEACE ARE TO BE REALIZED. 

THE CHALLENGE TODAY IS NOT TO THE PRESIDENT, BUT TO THE CONGRESSIONAL 

LEADERSHIP OF BOTH PARTIES: WILL THEY PUT THE NATIONAL WELFARE BEFORE POL-

ITICS ON THE ECONOMIC ISSUE? 

DEMO TUG OF WAR 

CAN ASSURE YOU THE REPUBLICAN LEADERSHIP WILL. BUT ON THE DEMOCRAT 

SIDE, THERE HAS BEEN MUCH PULLING AND HAULING. A TUG-OF-WAR IS GOING ON 

BETWEEN RESPONSIBLE DEMOCRATS WHO ARE CONCERNED ABOUT THE ECONOMIC HEALTH OF 

THE NATION, AND AMBITIOUS MEN WHO ARE CONCERNED ABOJT THEIR OWN PROSPECTS AS 

PRESIDENTIAL CANDIDATES.

1 T IS NOT YET CLEAR WHICH SIDE IS GOING TO WIN. THE DEMOCRAT LEADER 

IN THE SENATE HAS SAID THAT THERE IS A MAJORITY IN THE SENATE THAT IS READY 

"TO GO ALL THE WAY WITH THE PRESIDENT." BUT THE STATEMENTS OF EVERY ONE OF 

HIS COLLEAGUES WHO WISH TO BE PRESIDENT MAKE THIS DOUBTFUL -- TO SAY THE 

LEAST. THE CHAIRMAN OF THE HOUSE WAYS AND MEANS COMMITTEE SAYS HE THINKS 

"THE GAME PLAN IS EXCELLENT," THAT IT IS "A MOVE IN THE RIGHT DIRECTION," 

AND THAT IT WI LL "HELP BEEF UP THE ECONOMY AND SPUR INCREASED SPENDING." 

BUT THERE ARE ALSO THOSE IN THE OTHER PARTY WHO REFUSE TO RISE ABOVE 

POLITICS, MEN WHO WOULD RATHER BE WRONG IF BEING WRONG WOULD HELP MAKE THEM 

PRESIDENT -- MEN WHO WOULD DEGRADE THE PRESIDENCY TO THEIR LEVEL RATHER THAN 

SEEK TO UNDERSTAND ITS DEMANDS OR RISE TO ITS CHALLENGES. 

CANDIDATES REVERSE GEARS 

THESE ARE MEN WHO TOY WITH ABDICATING THEIR RESPONSIBILITIES NOT 

ONLY TO THEIR CONSTITUENTS, BUT TO AMERICA ALSO -- THE LAND THEY SEEK TO LEAD. 

YOU HAVE HEARD THEM ALL. HARDLY A MONTH AGO, THEY WERE CALLING FOR WAGE 

AND PRICE CONTROLS, AND THEY WERE CALLING FOR NEW INITIATIVES TO STIMULATE 

THE ECONOMY WITHOUT ADDING TO THE INFLATION. 

BUT WHAT HAS HAPPENED? NOW THAT THE ACTION THEY SOUGHT HAS BEEN 

TAKEN, SOME OF THEM HAVE REVERSED GEARS. THEY ARE FIGHTING IT TOOTH AND NAIL, 
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DENOUNCING THE VERY THINGS THEY CLAMORED FOR A FEW SHORT WEEKS AGO. AND THEY 

EXPECT THE PUBLIC TO REWARD THEIR INCONSISTENCY WITH THE PRESIDENCY. 

FOR A FEW DAYS AFTER PRESIDENT NIXON'S ANNOUNCEMENT, MOST OF THEM 

KEPT AN UNEASY SILENCE. THEY WERE WRESTLING WITH THEIR CONSCIENCES OVER 

WHAT IS GOOD FOR THE COUNTRY AND WHAT WOULD BE BEST FOR THEIR PERSONAL PO-

LITICAL AMBITIONS. UNFORTUNATELY, AMBITION WON OUT OVER THE NATIONAL GOOD 

IN THE END -- AS THE DEMOGOGUERY WE HEAR AND READ ABOUT WILL ATTEST. 

DEMOS BACKED INVESTMENT CREDIT 

LET ME GIVE YOU AN EXAMPLE. THE INVESTMENT TAX CREDIT AIMED AT 

STIMULATING BUSINESS IS NOT NEW WITH PRESIDENT NIXON. IT WAS FIRST PROPOSED 

AND PASSED UNDER PRESIDENT KENNEDY WITH THE SUPPORT OF SENATORS MUSKIE, 

HUMPHREY AND JACKSON. IT WAS SUSPENDED IN 1966, BUT IN 1967 WHEN PRESIDENT 

JOHNSON PROPOSED REINSTATING IT, IT WON THE ENTHUSIASTIC SUPPORT OF -- YOU 

GUESSED IT -- SENATORS BAYH, JACKSON, KENNEDY, MC GOVERN, AND MUSKIE. TODAY 

AT LEAST TWO OF THE SAME GROUP, EDMUND MUSKIE AND GEORGE MC GOVERN, ARE NOW 

DENOUNCING IT. 
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THE CHEERS OF YESTERDAY HAVE BECOME THE JEERS OF TODAY -- ALL IN 

THE NAME OF POL IT I CAL EXPEDIENCY. TH IS IS A CYNICAL, "PUBLIC-BE-DAMNED" 

ATTITUDE WORTHY OF THE ROBBER BARONS OF A CENTURY AGO. IT IS DISGUSTING 

TO SEE IT PRACTICED BY MEN WHO ASPIRE TO THE HIGHEST ELECTIVE OFFICE IN 

THE LAND. 

DEMOS CALLED FOR CONTROLS 

BY THE SAME TOKEN, ALMOST EVERY DEMOCRAT PRESIDENTIAL CANDIDATE 

CALLED FOR WAGE AND PRICE CONTROLS BEFORE THEY WERE INSTITUTED. NOW MOST 

ARE VERY QUIET, AND THOSE WHO SPEAK AT ALL DO SO CRITICALLY. SENATOR 

MC GOVERN HAS LIKENED HIS VOTE TO GIVE THE PRESIDENT STAND-BY WAGE AND 

PRICE AUTHORITY TO HIS VOTE FOR THE GULF OF TONKIN RESOLUTION. IT WAS 

ALL A TERRIBLE MISTAKE, HE SAYS. ONE CAN'T HELP WONDERING: IF SENATOR 

MC GOVERN IS SO EASILY MISLED AND SO PRONE TO SWITCHING SIDES, IS HE THE 

KIND OF MAN CAPABLE OF ASSUMING THE PRESIDENTIAL RESPONSIBILITIES HE SO 

VIGOROUSLY SEEKS? 
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S ENA TOR HUMPHREY ALSO HAS BECOME CRITICAL. NOW HE SAYS HE WANTS 

A WAGE-PRICE-PROFITS STABILIZATION BOARD, WHICH DIFFERS ONLY IN DETAIL FROM 

WHAT WE NOW HAVE, BUT MAKES IT POSSIBLE FOR HIM TO CRITICIZE, RATHER THAN 

SUPPORT, THE PRESIDENT'S PROSPERITY PLAN. 

AS I READ THE PAPERS THIS MORNING, REPORTING ON THE PRESIDENT'S AD-

DRESS YESTERDAY TO A JOINT SESSION OF THE CONGRESS, I SAW IT WAS "POLITICS 

AS USUAL" WITH SOME OF MY FRIENDS ON THE OTHER SIDE OF THE AISLE. NOT CON-

STRUCTIVE CRITICISM OF THE PRESIDENT'S ADDRESS, BUT CARPING, NAGGING CRITI-

CISM, AIMED NOT AT FINDING A BETTER WAY, BUT AIMED, INSTEAD, AT BLOCKING 

THE PATH. 

KNOW THERE IS AN ELECTION NEXT YEAR, AND I THINK I UNDERSTAND MY 

FRIENDS WHO WISH TO BE PRESIDENT -- WHATEVER THE COST. 

BUT THIS IS NOT THE TIME FOR POLITICS. THIS IS NOT THE TIME TO LET 

AMBITION GET IN THE WAY OF PROGRESS. THE STAKES ARE TOO HIGH. THE COST 

THIS ONCE IS TOO GREAT. 

AND IF WE FAIL -- IF WE FAIL TO RIGHT AMERICA'S ECONOMY BECAUSE OF 

THOSE WHO SEEK TO DIVIDE AND POLARIZE THE NATION ALONG POLITICAL LINES, THE 

POLITICAL BACKLASH MAY BE MORE THAN THEY CAN WITHSTAND. 
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PEOPLE UNDERSTAND 

THE AMERICAN PEOPLE ARE NOT STUPID, AND THEY ARE NOT ILL-INFORMED. 

THEY KNOW THERE ARE PROBLEMS OF JOBLESSNESS AND OF INFLATION. 

BUT THEY KNOW ALSO WHERE IT ALL BEGAN. "GUNS AND BUTIER" IS NOT 

A PHRASE COINED IN THE NIXON ADMINISTRATION. NEITHER IS THAT OLD TRUISM, 

"YOU CAN'T HAVE YOUR CAKE AND EAT IT TOO." 

NO MATIER HOW MUCH MY LIBERAL FRIENDS SAY OTHERWISE, WHEN YOU ADD 

UP GUNS AND BUTTER, THE SUM TOTAL IS ECONOMIC DISASTER, AND WHEN YOU EAT 

YOUR FINANCIAL CAKE THE WAY MY LIBERAL FRIENDS WOULD HAVE US EAT IT, THE RE-

SULT IS AN ECONOMIC BELLY-ACHE. 

AND THAT IS WHAT MY COLLEAGUES HAVE GIVEN US -- A DISASTROUS ECON-

OMIC BELLY-ACHE. 

DEMOS BALK AT CURE 

AND FOR TWO YEARS NOW, THEY HAVE BEEN CLAMORING FOR THE PROPER MED-

ICINE TO CURE THE RESULTS OF THEIR OWN OVERINDULGENCE. BUT WHEN THE PRES-

IDENT OFFERS THE REMEDY -- MAYBE NOT THE ONLY REMEDY, BUT CERTAINLY A PROPER 

REMEDY -- TO MAKE THEM WELL, LIKE LITILE CHILDREN THEY PUSH THE SPOON AWAY. 
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IN TRUTH, IT SEEMS THEY DO NOT REALLY WANT A CURE; THEY MERELY WISH TO 

COMPLAIN, ABCJJT NOT ONLY THE MALADY BUT ALSO THE REMEDY. 

NOW, PERHAPS WHAT I HAVE SAID IS NOT REALLY TRUE. PERHAPS MY 

LIBERAL FRIENDS ONLY GIVE THE IMPRESSION OF PUTTING THEIR PERSONAL GAIN 

AHEAD OF THE COUNTRY'S GOOD. 

BUT I SAY, THIS IS NO TIME TO LEAVE THAT IMPRESSION -- WITH AMERICA 

OR WITH THE WORLD. THE STAKES ARE TOO GREAT. WE HAVE TOO MUCH TO LOSE. 

WE HAVE GOALS TO MEET, AS THE PRESIDENT SAID -- TO HELP THOSE WHO 

CANNOT HELP THEMSELVES, TO FEED THE HUNGRY, TO PROVIDE BETTER HEALTH CARE, 

AND BETTER EDUCATION, TO AID THE AGED, TO RESTORE AND RENEW THE ENVIRON-
MENT, TO PROVIDE BETTER JOBS AND GREATER OPPORTUNITY. 

SHOULD NOT HINGE ON POLITICS 

AND, AS THE PRESIDENT ALSO SAID, WE CANNOT DO THESE THINGS WITHOUT 

A HEALTHY ECONOMY, WITHOUT THE REVENUES GENERATED BY 80 MILLION AMERICANS 
AT WORK. 

WE CANNOT DO THESE THINGS, EITHER, IF THE SUCCESS OF EVERY PLAN AND 

EVERY PROGRAM HINGES NOT ON ITS MERIT BUT ON WHETHER IT IS A POLITICAL PLUS 
OR MINUS. 
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POLITICS USED TO STOP AT THE WATER'S EDGE, ALTHOUGH WITH SOME IT NOW 

SEEMS TO BEGIN THERE. POLITICS SHOULD ALSO STOP AT THE EDGE OF CRISIS. OF 

COURSE, DON'T STOP MEANINGFUL DEBATE. DON'T HESITATE TO OFFER SOUND ALTER-

NATIVES. BUT DON'T ACT AND REACT MEANLY, IN A SPlRtT OF PARTISANSHIP, IN AN 

EFFORT TO HURT THE PRESIDENT OR TO THWART THE PRESIDENT -- WHETHER HE BE JOHN 

KENNEDY OR LYNDON JOHNSON OR RICHARD NIXON. 

INSTEAD, LET US WORK TOGETHER, LET US SEEK THE PATH TOGETHER TO PROS-

PERITY AND A SOUND AND BALANCED ECONOMY AND TO A LASTING WORLD PEACE. FOR 

MAKE NO MISTAKE ABOUT IT, ONLY AN ECONOMICALLY HEALTHY AMERICA CAN BE A 

STRONG AMERICA AND ONLY A STRONG AMERICA CAN BUILD AND INSURE A LASTING 

PEACE IN THE WORLD. 

PEOPLE WILL JUDGE 

IF, IN OUR DAYS AND OUR TIMES WE ACCOMPLISH THESE THINGS, NOT THE 

PRESIDENT ALONE, BUT THE CONGRESS, IN BOTH HOUSES AND BOTH PARTIES, WORKING 

WITH THE PRESIDENT, THEN THE AMERICAN PEOPLE WILL PLACE THE CREDIT WHERE 

IT BELONGS CAS THEY SURELY WILL CORRECTLY ASSESS THE BLAME IF WE DON'T) 

AND ALL OF US, WHATEVER OUR GOALS, WHATEVER OUR AMBITIONS, WILL BENEFIT. 
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FOR THE CHIEF BENEFICIARIES WILL BE THE AMERICAN PEOPLE AND THAT, 

AFTER ALL, IS WHAT WE ARE HERE FOR, AND THAT IS HOW HISTORY WILL JUDGE US, 

NOT ON HOW WE ADVANCE OUR OWN AMBITIONS, BUT ON HOW WE SERVE THOSE WHO 

SENT US. 

AND SO IT GOES, THE THREE-RING POLITICAL CIRCUS OF BACK-TRACKING, 

FLIP-FLOPPING AND NIT-PICKING. PERHAPS WE SHOULD NOT BE SURPRISED. AFTER 

ALL, THESE MEN ARE ALL EITHER ANNOUNCED OR UNANNOUNCED PRESIDENTIAL CANDID-

ATES, AND 1972 IS JUST AROUND THE CORNER. BUT YOU CAN'T HELP WISHING THAT, 

FOR ONCE, THESE MEN WOULD PLACE THE NATIONAL GOOD BEFORE POLITICAL GAMESMANSHIP. 

DEMOS REtY ON WAR 

THE REAL FACTS ARE PLAIN ENOUGH. THE RECORD OF THESE MEN AND THE 

RECORD OF THEIR PARTY IS SOMETHING THAT NO SMOKESCREEN OF EXCUSES AND COUN-

TERCHARGES CAN HIDE. OVER THE LAST TWO GENERATIONS, THEY HAVE HAD JUST ONE 

REMEDY FOR RECESSION OR DEPRESSION -- AND THAT HAS BEEN WAR. 

FROM 1933 TO 1941, THIS NATION FOUNDERED IN A DEPRESSION. WE WERE 

RESCUED NOT BY THE ECONOMIC GENIUS OF THE WELFARE STATERS, BUT BY WORLD 

WAR I I. 
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AGAIN, IN 1950, UNEMPLOYMENT WAS HIGH. THE DEMOCRAT PARTY GAVE 

US PROSPERITY AGAIN THAT TIME -- IT WAS CALLED THE KOREAN WAR. 

JOBLESSNESS DURING THE KENNEDY YEARS AVERAGED OVER 6 PERCENT. 

THESE MEN, WHO NOW CRITICIZE A PRESIDENT AS HE SEEKS PROSPERITY WITH 

PEACE, THEN LED AND SUPPORTED THE VAST EXPANSION OF THE VIETNAM WAR AND 

BROUGHT US A PROSPERITY BASED ON A WAR ECONOMY THAT TOOK MEN OFF THE JOB 

MARKET BY DRAFTING THEM ONTO THE FIRING LINE. 

NIXON ENDING WAR 

THIS HAS BEEN THEIR ANSWER FOR YEARS -- A WAR, A DRAFT, AND A WAR-

INDUCED PROSPERITY THAT AVERAGE AMERICANS HAVE PAID FOR IN TOIL, SUFFERING 

AND BLOOD. AND NOW THAT RICHARD NIXON IS ENDING THEIR LATEST WAR, AND IS 

SETTING AMERICA ON THE ROAD TO A PROSPEROUS PEACETIME ECONOMY, ALL THEY CAN
