IF | REPORTED TO YOU THAT YOUR SENATOR, BOB GRIFFIN, WAS THE SINGLE MOST

"THERE WOULD HAVE BEEN POETS AMONG THEM AND DOCTORS AND TEACHERS AND FAR-

BROUGHT TO AMERICA IN PEACE, NO ONE WILL EVER KNOW."
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NO ONE IS MORE CONSCIOUS OF WAR AND ITS COST THAN THE PRESIDENT.
AND NO ONE HAS DONE MORE TO RECREATE A WORLD IN WHICH WE MAY SEE -- AT
LAST -- AN END TO WAR.

IT WOULD BE DIFFICULT TO LIST OR EVEN SUMMARIZE THE ACTIONS AND

IN SPITE OF ALL THESE STEPS, IN THE FACE OF THESE MAJOR ACHIEVE-
MENTS, WE HEAR CRITICS WHO SAY THE PRESIDENT'S PEACE INITIATIVES ARE
POLITICALLY MOTIVATED; THAT HE IS LOOKING FOR A CAMPAIGN ISSUE. THEY
