REMARKS OF HONORABLE BOB DOLE
LINCOLN DAY DINNER

MIDDLETOWN, OHIO
FRIDAY, FEBRUARY 18, 1972

PERHAPS SOME OF YOU HAVE ALREADY SEEN PRESIDENT NIXON'S LINCOLN DAY
MESSAGE. 1IN IT, HE WRITES THAT "IN COMMEMORATING THE BIRTHDAY OF ABRAHAM
LINCOLN, WE PAUSE TO RECALL THE QUALITIES OF LEADERSHIP WHICH THIS STRONG,
YET SIMPLE MAN BROUGHT TO A DIVIDED NATION OVER A CENTURY AGO...... "NOW" ,
SAYS THE PRESIDENT, "WE WORK IN A DIVIDED WORLD TO ESTABLISH A PEACE TO END
ALL WARS, AND WE SEEK TO MOVE AMERICA FORWARD HERE AT HOME, BRINGING ITS
PEOPLE TOGETHER AND BUILDING A NEW AND LASTING PROSPERITY. WE NEED MORE THAN
EVER THE QUALITIES OF LINCOLN TO INSPIRE US AND GIVE US CONFIDENCE TO DO OUR
DUTY AS WE UNDERSTAND IT, TO SERVE AMERICA BETTER SO THAT AMERICA MAY BETTER
SERVE MANKIND."

IT WAS LINCOLN'S FORESIGHT AND WISDOM THAT GAVE HIM THE ABILITY TO
LEAD A NATION SO BADLY DIVIDED. AND I BELIEVE WE HAVE THOSE QUALITIES AGAIN
IN THE WHITE HOUSE. WE HAVE HAD THEM THESE FIRST THREE YEARS OF RICHARD NIXON'S
FIRST TERM AND BECAUSE OF THAT, I AM CONFIDENT WE WILL HAVE THEM AGAIN IN THE
FOUR YEARS OF RICHARD NIXON'S SECOND TERM.
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IT IS NOW MORE THAN ONE HUNDRED YEARS SINCE THE DEATH OF THE MAN WHOSE
LIFE WE ARE HERE TO COMMEMORATE. FROM HIS HUMBLE BEGINNINGS TO HIS HEINOUS
DEATH, THE HISTORY OF ABRAHAM LINCOLN'S LIFE IS FAMILIAR TO ALL OF US AND TO
ALL AMERICANS. BUT IT IS MORE THAN JUST HISTORY. IT IS PART OF THE FABRIC
OF AMERICAN FOLKLORE.
LINCOLN'S IMPORTANCE TO GOP

THE LINCOLN STORY IS AN ESSENTIAL CHAPTER OF THE AMERICAN STORY. THERE
ARE THOSE, IN FACT, WHO SAY THAT WITHOUT A PROPER UNDERSTANDING OF LINCOLN,
) ONE CANNOT REALLY UNDERSTAND AMERICA.
ﬁﬁhﬁ\\‘\ BUT WE CAN LEAVE THAT DETERMINATION TO THE SCHOLARS. IT IS ENOUGH FOR
US REPUBLICANS TO ACKNOWLEDGE OUR DEBT TO THE 16TH PRESIDENT. IT WAS HE, OUR
FIRST REPUBLICAN PRESIDENT, WHO MORE THAN ANYONE ELSE, DEFINED AND FORMULATED
THE ESSENCE OF OUR REPUBLICANISM.
FROM ITS VERY BEGINNINGS, THE REPUBLICAN PARTY HAS BEEN GUIDED BY A
SINGLE AND ENDURING POLITICAL PRINCIPLE. IT IS THE FUNDAMENTAL AMERICAN POLIT-
ICAL IDEAL THAT ALL MEN DESERVE A FULL AND EQUAL MEASURE OF FREEDOM; THAT THEY
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ALL HAVE A RESPONSIBILITY TO MAKE THEIR OWN WAY IN SOCIETY; AND THAT THEY ALL
SHARE THE RIGHT TO DO SO WITHOUT UNDUE INTERFERENCE BY GOVERNMENT OR BY FELLOW
CITIZEN.

IN THE TROUBLED CIVIL WAR PERIOD OF THE MID-19TH CENTURY, IT WAS THE
REPUBLICAN PARTY THAT RE-DEDICATED THIS COUNTRY TO THAT IDEAL. AND IT WAS THE
REPUBLICAN PARTY THROUGH THE PRESIDENCY OF ABRAHAM LINCOLN THAT GAVE AMERICA
THE KIND OF LEADERSHIP THAT COULD MAKE OF THAT IDEAL A FORCE STRONG ENOUGH TO
PRESERVE THE UNION.

REPUBLICAN LEGACY OF LEADERSHIP

TODAY, IN THE TRADITION OF THAT COMMITMENT, THE REPUBLICAN PARTY UNDER
RICHARD NIXON CONTINUES TO BUILD ON THE LEGACY OF THAT LEADERSHIP.

IN THE 1860'S, LINCOLN COULD DEVOTE HIS ENERGIES PRIMARILY TO ONE END
ALONE -- THE PRESERVATION OF THE UNION. AND IT IS FOR HIS INSPIRED AND IN-
SPIRING LEADERSHIP DURING OUR CIVIL WAR THAT HE IS CHIEFLY REMEMBERED.

BUT IN THE CLOSING DAYS OF THE WAR, WHEN AMERICA'S DESTINY AS ONE NATION
SEEMED SECURE, LINCOLN DIRECTED HIS THOUGHTS TO THE FUTURE. ONLY WEEKS BEFORE
HIS DEATH, HE CHALLENGED THE AMERICAN PEOPLE TO "BIND UP THE NATION'S WOUNDS"

OF PEACE IN THE LAST THIRD OF THIS CENTURY. LEFT ONCE MORE TO PEACEFUL PURSUITS,

AMERICAN ENERGIES CAN TRANSFORM THE WORLD AS ONCE IT TRANSFORMED THIS CONTINENT.
FOR THE LAST SEVENTY YEARS, MANKIND HAS KNOWN LITTLE BUT WAR OR THE THREAT

OF WAR. DURING ALL THAT TIME, PEACE HAS BEEN A RECURRING DREAM. TODAY, WE CAN
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SAY WITH CONFIDENCE THAT IT IS NO LONGER JUST A DREAM. IT IS NOT A CERTAINTY,
OF COURSE. AND WE WILL NOT ATTAIN PEACE JUST BY WISHING IT WERE SO, IN SPITE
OF WHAT THE DEMOCRATS MAY SAY.
BUT RICHARD NIXON'S LEADERSHIP OVER THE PAST THREE YEARS HAS MADE IT
POSSIBLE FOR US NOW TO DARE TO HOPE -- AND REALISTICALLY TO WORK -- FOR PEACE.
NIXON WORKS FOR PEACE

FROM THE MIDDLE EAST TO INDOCHINA, IN BERLIN AND IN VIENNA, THE CHALLENGE
OF BRINGING PEACE TO AN APPREHENSIVE WORLD HAS BEEN MET SQUARELY. AND WE ARE
SEEING RESULTS.

ALMOST TWO YEARS AGO, AMERICAN INITIATIVES SET IN MOTION BY SECRETARY
OF STATE ROGERS OBTAINED A CEASE FIRE IN THE MIDDLE EAST. IT ENDURES TO THE
PRESENT DAY.

WE HAVE REACHED AN HISTORIC AGREEMENT ON BERLIN.

THE HORRIBLE THREAT OF A WAR INVOLVING BIOLOGICAL WEAPONS HAS BEEN RE-
MOVED.

AND THE SALT TALKS PROGRESS, OFFERING THE HOPE THAT THE FUTURE WILL BRING
REDUCTIONS IN THE THREAT OF NUCLEAR WAR AS WELL. THESE TALKS HAVE BEEN PRODUC-
TIVE AND ENCOURAGING. AND THERE IS REASON TO HOPE THAT PRESENT PROGRESS ON
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STRATEGIC ARMS LIMITATION MAY PRESAGE AN EVENTUAL STRATEGIC ARMS REDUCTION.

AMERICA'S EFFORTS FOR PEACE HAVE BEEN CEASELESS. NOW IN HAWAII, PRESI-
DENT NIXON WILL DEPART SHORTLY ON THE NEXT LEG OF HIS HISTORIC JOURNEY FOR
PEACE TO PEKING. AND THIS WILL BE FOLLOWED BY HIS JOURNEY TO MOSCOW IN MAY.
IT IS WHAT HAS GONE BEFORE THESE TRIPS -- WHAT HAS TRANSPIRED IN THE LAST THREE
YEARS -- THAT HAS MADE THEM POSSIBLE. THEY CAN BE UNDERTAKEN NOW WITH CONFI-
DENCE. NO ONE NEED FEAR THAT OUR MOTIVES WILL BE MISINTERPRETED. FOR THE
PRESIDENT HAS MADE IT PLAIN HOW STRONG IS OUR DESIRE FOR PEACE.

BUT NEITHER WILL OUR STRENGTH BE UNDERESTIMATED, NOR OUR RESOLVE BE
QUESTIONED. FOR THE PRESIDENT HAS MADE IT PLAIN THAT HE IS DETERMINED TO
KEEP AMERICA STRONG AND TO MAINTAIN THE STRENGTH THAT COMES WITH SOLID PART-
NERSHIP WITH OUR ALLIES.

AND THE PRESIDENT HAS MADE IT PLAIN, IN THE LAST THREE YEARS OR SO,
JUST HOW MUCH LEADERSHIP CAN ACCOMPLISH. LEADERSHIP, WITH INTELLIGENCE, WITH
IMAGINATION, WITH DETERMINATION.

IT IS HARD FOR SOME TO BELIEVE THAT IT HAS BEEN ONLY A LITTLE MORE THAN
THREE YEARS SINCE THE PRESIDENT TOOK OFFICE.  AND WHAT A DIFFERENCE THOSE
THREE YEARS HAVE MADE.
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IT WAS NOT SO VERY LONG AGO WHEN KENNEDY AND MUSKIE AND HUMPHREY AND
THEIR LIKE WERE RUNNING THINGS. NO, IT WAS NOT SO VERY LONG AGO WHEN WAR
WAS STILL THIS NATION'S CHIEF CONCERN, AND WE LOOKED FORWARD TO AN UNCERTAIN
FUTURE WITHOUT ANY HOPES OR ANY PLANS FOR PEACE.

IT WAS NOT SO VERY LONG AGO WHEN BULLETS FLEW IN OUR CITIES, WHERE IT
WAS RACE AGAINST RACE, AND ON OUR CAMPUSES THE GENERATIONS DIVIDED AND THE
SYSTEM WAS SOMETHING STUDENTS FOUGHT INSTEAD OF WORKED WITHIN.

IT WAS NOT SO VERY LONG AGO EITHER, WHEN THE INFLATION THAT WAR MADE
INEVITABLE, BEGAN TO SHOW AND BEGAN TO HURT. BUT THE DEMOCRATS COULDN'T END
THE WAR, SO THEY COULDN'T STOP INFLATION.

THAT IS WHAT IT WAS LIKE WHEN THESE DEMOCRATS WERE RUNNING THINGS. AND
TODAY BECAUSE THEY CAN'T RUN THE COUNTRY, THEY RUN IT DOWN. THESE ARE THE
PEOPLE, AS THE PRESIDENT HAS SAID, "WHO WOULD TELL US THAT WE ARE EVIL BECAUSE

ICANS, SENSING THE NEW DIRECTION THIS COUNTRY HAS TAKEN AND ITS NEW HOPES FOR NEW
PROGRESS, WONDER WHAT HAPPENED.
WE REPUBLICANS KNOW WHAT HAPPENED.
Y LEADERSHIP HAPPENED. THE LEADERSHIP OF THIS PRESIDENT, RICHARD NIXON,

DECLINED IN MANY OF OUR MAJOR CITIES AND NATIONALLY THE RATE OF INCREASE IN
CRIME HAS BEEN SLOWED TO A FIVE-YEAR LOW.

TRAFFIC IN ILLEGAL DRUGS HAS BEEN SEVERELY CURTAILED AND WE HAVE ENCOUR-
AGING PROGRESS IN THE BATTLE AGAINST ORGANIZED CRIME. AND THE FEDERAL GOVERN-
MENT'S EXPENDITURES AGAINST CRIME AND FOR ASSISTANCE TO LOCAL LAW ENFORCEMENT
AGENCIES HAS INCREASED 200 PERCENT SINCE 1969.
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WE HAVE BEEN FORTUNATE TO HAVE MEN LIKE JOHN MITCHELL AT THE TOP OF OUR
FEDERAL LAW ENFORCEMENT STRUCTURE. AND WE ARE FORTUNATE TOO THAT IT HAS FALLEN
