BIOGRAPHIES

C. Fred Bergsten

C. Fred Bergsten is Director of the Institute for International Economics, the only major
research institution in the United States devoted to international economic issues. He
received his M.A., M.A.L.D., and Ph.D. degrees at the Fletcher School of Law and Diplomacy.
He received his A.B. from Central Methodist College in Missouri.

Mr. Bergsten was Assistant Secretary of the Treasury for International Affairs from 1977
to 1981, and functioned as Undersecretary for Monetary Affairs during the last year of that
period. From 1969 to 1971, he served as Assistant for International Economic Affairs to
Henry Kissinger on the Senior Staff of the National Security Council. He was a Senior Fellow
at the Brookings Institution from 1972 to 1976, at the Carnegie Endowment for
International Peace in 1981, and on the Council on Foreign Relations from 1967 to 1968.

Mr. Bergsten is the author of fifteen books and a large number of articles on international
economics issues. He received the Exceptional Service Award of the Treasury Department
and the Meritorious Honor Award of the Department of State.

David Broder

David Broder is the national political correspondent and columnist for The Washington Post.
His twice-weekly syndicated column is carried by 300 newspapers across the nation. He
joined The Post staff in 1966 and was named an associated editor in 1975. In 1973, Mr.
Broder won the Pulitzer Prize for distinquished commentary.

Mr. Broder began his career in journalism as a reporter on The Daily Telegraph in
Bloomington, lllinois, where he worked from 1953 to 1955. He then covered national
politics for Congressional Quarterly from 1955 to 1960, for The Washington Star from
1960 to 1965, and for The New York Times from 1965 to 1966. As a journalist, he has
covered every national and major state political campaign and convention since 1960.

In 1987, Mr. Broder's most recent book, Behind the Front Page: A Candid Look at How the
News is Made, was published. He also authored_Changing of the Guard: Power and Leadership
in America and The Party's Over: The Failure of Politics in America and co-authored with
Stephen Hess, The Republican Establishment: The Present and Future of the G.QO.P.

David Broder received both his B.A. and M.A. from the University of Chicago. He has been a
fellow of the Institute of Politics at the John F. Kennedy School of Government at Harvard as
well as of the Institute of Policy Sciences and Public Affairs at Duke University.
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Congressman Rod Chandler

Rod Chandler is a Republican member of Congress representing the 8th Congressional
District of Washington. He was elected to Congress in 1982 after serving eight years in the
Washington State Legislature. In Congress, he has earned a reputation as a national expert
on pension and retirement income issues and also has been active in the promotion of foreign
trade and economic development. He is a member of the House Ways and Means Committee as
well as a member of its Health Subcommittee.

Prior to entering the public sector, Congressman Chandler was a political correspondent and
anchorman of KOMO-TV in Seattle, served as Assistant Vice President of Washington Mutual

Savings Bank, and was a partner in the public relations firm of Chandler/Corcoran, Inc. He
earned a B.S. degree from Oregon State University.

Congressman Dick Cheney

Dick Cheney is a Republican member of Congress representing the state of Wyoming. He was
first elected to Congress in 1978 and was reelected to each succeeding Congress thereafter.
He held many leadership positions in Congress, and in December, 1988, Mr. Cheney was
unanimously elected House Republican Whip, the second-ranking Republican leadership
position. He currently is a member of the House Committee on Intelligence and various
subcommittees.

Mr. Cheney began his public service in 1965 in Wyoming, and in 1969 he began several
years of federal service under Presidents Nixon and Ford. When Gerald Ford assumed the
Presidency in 1974, Cheney served on the transition team and shortly thereafter he was
appointed Deputy Assistant to the President and White House Chief of Staff, a postion he held
through the remainder of the Ford Administration. Mr. Cheney received his B.A. and M.A.
degrees in political science from the University of Wyoming and was a Ph.D. candidate in
political science at the University of Wisconsin.

John J. Cook, Jr.

John joined Fidelity Management Trust Company in 1986 as President and Director. John is
also a Managing Director of FMR Corp. and a member of the Operating Committee. Prior to
joining Fidelity, he was Managing Director and Head of the Equity Group at J.P. Morgan
Investment Management, Inc. John began his career as a Research Analyst and has had
extensive experience in the investment industry as a Portfolio Manager and in other key
investment management positions.

Senator Bob Dole

Senator Dole has a distinguished record of public service that spans almost four decades. At
age 26, he entered public office for the first time when he was elected to the Kansas House of
Representatives. In 1960 he was first elected to Congress, serving four consecutive terms,
and was then elected to the U.S. Senate in1968. From 1981 to 1984, he was Chairman of
the powerful Senate Finance Committee, where he was instrumental with President Reagan
in laying the foundation for America's strongest economic recovery in thirty years. In
November 1988, Senator Dole was unanimously reelected by his Republican colleagues to a
third term as their Senate Leader.

Senator Dole, a conservative from America's heartland, has earned national acclaim with his
leadership for budget responsibility, tax reform, a sound Social Security system, quality
and affordable health care, rights for the disadvantaged and people with disabilities, and a
better future for rural America.

Senator Dole attended the University of Kansas until his enlistment in the Army. After the
war he continued his education at the University of Arizona at Tuscon and at Washburn
Municipal University in Topeka, from where he earned his bachelor's and law degrees.

Howard A. Freiman

During the period of his association, Mr. Gergen has
worked closely with the new owner and chairman of the magazine, Mortimer B. Zuckerman,
as well as other editors to guide the magazine through a period of transition. Several new
features have been added, the magazine has undergone a major redesign, and over half the
staff is new. In 1986, U.S. News posted its biggest circulation increase in a decade.

Prior to his joining U.S. News & World Report, Mr. Gergen spent eight years at the White
House working for three Presidents, most recently as communications director of the Reagan
White House from 1981 to 1984. He left government to become a fellow at the John F.
Kennedy School at Harvard University and at the American Enterprise Institute in

\évcashington. Mr. Gergen is an honors graduate of both Yale University and Harvard Law
hool.
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Senator Albert Gore

Al Gore is a Democratic Senator from Tennessee. He was elected to the U.S. Senate in 1984
after having served eight years in the U.S. House of Representatives. Gore is considered a
leading expert in Congress on nuclear arms control and is one of ten Senate observers to the
Geneva arms control talks. Gore's committee assignments include Senate Armed Services;
Commerce, Science and Transportation; Rules; and Joint Economic Committees. Gore is
Chairman of the Senate Science, Space & Technology subcommittee, Co-Chairman of the
Environmental and Energy Conference, and Vice-Chairman of the Biomedical Ethics Board.

Senator Gore received a degree in Government with honors from Harvard University. After
graduation, he volunteered for enlistment in the U.S. Army and served in Vietnam. After
returning to civilian life, Gore became an investigative reporter with the Nashville
Tennessean. He then attended Vanderbilt University Divinity School and Vanderbilt Law
School.

William G. Hyland

Mr. Hyland is the editor of the prestigious, Foreign Affairs Magazine. He was appointed the
new editor by the Council on Foreign Relations in 1983, after a distinguished career in
government and academia. Mr. Hyland came to Washington in 1954 to join the CIA as an
analyst. By 1969 he had joined the National Security Council staff headed by Henry
Kissinger in the new administration of Richard Nixon. This plunged him into what was to be
known as the period of detente and led him to participate in the first summit meeting in
Moscow between Nixon and Brezhnev. Thereafter, he participated in the preparation and
conduct of the subsequent summits of Nixon and Ford.

Since leaving government in 1977, he has pursued a career in the academic world, at
Georgetown University, and in Washington think tanks, the Center for Strategic and
International Studies and the Carnegie Endowment. Mr. Hyland was educated at Washington

Mr. Safire escaped from there in time to do a stint
as a historian, writing Before the Fall, a history of the pre-Watergate White House. As a
novelist, he wrote Full Disclosure, a best seller about a President under fire, and Freedom,
about Lincoln and the Civil War. As a lexicographer, he has authored Safire's Political
Dictionary, a half-million word study of the words that have inspired and inflamed the
electorate. His latest language book is Take My Word For It, drawn from his Sunday language
columns in The New York Times. As a political columnist, he began his twice-weekly column
in The New York Times from the point of view of a libertarian conservative. Mr. Safire is a
winner of the Pulitzer Prize for distinguished commentary.
