This is the deputies’ whirlwind
first look at the United States and
Washington.

“There’s an interesting mix of
classical and modern architecture,”
said Alexander Kraiko. He said he
was very impressed with the Capi-
tol, especially the interior of the
building. But one thing surprised
him.

“The members of our delegation
are much younger than your sena-
tors and congressmen,” he observed.
Kraiko attributed that to the stabili-
ty of the American system.

“When we had the same kind of
stability—well . . . maybe you called
it stagnation—we had leaders of the
same age.”

Anatoliy Sobchak stuck to an as-
sessment of Washington landmarks.
“It's rather modest as far as archi-
tecture is concerned. I won't say it's

the best I've seen.” What did he
think of the East Wing of the Nation-
al Gallery? “It looks like a railroad
station.”

So he’s not bringing back any sou-
venirs of the monuments?

“My youngest daughter asked me
to bring her a Barbie,” he confessed.
“She said it is the most famous doll
in the world.”

“I wanted them to
meet real people,” said Dole.

“I have the impression that they

are eager to know as many aspects
as possible of American life,” said
Soviet Ambassador Yuri Dubinin.
“They want to absorb as much as
possible.”
- Phil Gramm (R-Tex.) was philo-
sophic about his state’s omission
from the tour. “When [Soviet leader
Mikhail] Gorbachev comes to visit,
he'll go to Texas. It will be a presi-
dential visit and George Bush is
from Texas.

When Yevgeniv Primakov was elected to the
CPSU Politburo as a candidate member, he
became the third high-ranking member of the
Supreme Soviet (after President Mikhail
Gorbachev and Vice President Anatoliy Lukyanov)
to hold a seat on the highest party body—an
unprecedented situation.

As Chairman of the Supreme Soviet's Council of the Union, Primakov plays an
important role in Gorbachev’s effort to revitalize the Soviet legislature. He conducts
meetings of the 271-member Council, supervises the work of its commissions, and. in the
absence of the President and Vice President, chairs joint sessions of the USSR Supreme
Soviet. Primakov has additional tasks in the legislature: he heads the USSR Parliamentary
Group—an organ established to promote contact with foreign legislative bodies—and chairs
a Supreme Soviet commission to investigate elite privileges. He was recently named
chairman of the editorial board of the Supreme Soviet's new magazine, Narodnyy Deputal
(People’s Deputy).

Primakov’s star was already on the rise before he assumed Icadership roles in the
national party and government. He has participated in the last four US-Soviel summits: he
was the main Soviet spokesman on regional issues in the working groups at the Reyvkjavik
(October 1986) and Washington (December 1987) summits. One of Gorbachev's.top foreign
affairs advisors, he headed the prestigious Institute of World Economics and International
Relations (IMEMO) from 1985 until around June 1989. In 1988 Primakov was appointed a
member of the CPSU Central Committee’s International Policy Commission and head of
the USSR Academy of Sciences Problems of World Economics and International Relations
Department, which oversees most of the USSR’s foreign affairs research institutes. In
March 1989 he was elected to the new Congress of USSR People’s Deputies and one month
later was promoted to full membership in the Central Committee.

Primakov was born on 29 October 1929. After graduating from Moscow's Institute of
Oriental Studies, he began his career as a journalist. He held various media posts, including
four years (1966-70) as a Pravda correspondent on the Middle East. Primakov has extensive
experience in academia: he was a deputy director of IMEMO during 1970-77 and director
of the Institute of Oriental Studies during 1978-85.

Primakov speaks English. He has stated that his only hobby is work. He is a widower
and has a daughter, Nana, and a granddaughter.

- Biologist Aleksey Yablokov, a longtime environmental activist is i1 marine mammal
specialist. A member of the marine mammals working group under the US-USSR
Environmental Protection Agreement since at least 1977, he has traveled to the United
States several times to participate in environmental project meetings. In numerous articles
advocating environmental protection measures, he has been critical of the poor coordination
between the various Soviet agencies involved in environmental studies. In October 1987 he
criticized Soviet monitoring of pesticides use as inadequate for determining their effect on
the environment. In the same year he protested the publication of a tract attempting to
resurrect Trofim Lysenko’s theory that living organisms could acquire inherited traits
through the environment. In addition to his work at the Developmental Biology Institute,
Yablokov, who is a member of the USSR Congress of People’s Deputies, was elected deputy
chairman of the Ecology Committee in the Supreme Soviet (legislature) in mid-1989.

Yablokov was born on 3 October 1933. A doctor of biological sciences, he received an
A. N. Severtsov prize in 1979 for developing new animal population morphology principles.
He has been a corresponding member of the USSR Academy of Sciences since 1984, He

- Nikolay Petrakov is a longtime expert on price
reform, probably the most contentious of all the
economic programs. He works part-time as deputy
chairman of the Planning, Budget, and Finance
Commission of the USSR Supreme Soviet
(legislature). As such, he has proposed revising
economic legislation in order to prevent government
decrees that hinder reform. Although Petrakov
advocates a change in the methods by which prices
are set centrally, he nevertheless publicly cautions
that the rapid introduction of market-based prices
would cause inflation. He also favors expansion of
cooperatives, adoption of a flexible tax policy, and a clearer definition of property ownership
rights.

©

Petrakov’s career has centered on econometric modeling for the development of the
Soviet economy. In the early and mid-1960s he worked at the State Planning Commitice's
Economics Scientific Research Institute. By 1967 he was identified as head of a TSEMI
laboratory studying economic methods of management. In 1978 he presented a paper on the
importance of incentives in determining prices during a symposium held in Virginia under
the auspices of the Working Group on the Application of Computers to Management of the
US-USSR Exchange Program in Science and Technology. He returned to the United States
in 1979 for further meetings on econometric modeling.

Petrakov was born on 1 March 1937. He holds a doctor of economic sciences degree. In

1984 he was elected a corresponding member of the Academy of Sciences. He is married.

Sergey Ryabchenko brings his physics background to
the Supreme Soviet's Committee on Science, Education,
Culture, and Upbringing. He has been a vocal member of
the reinvigorated Soviet legislature, speaking out on
topics ranging from the new law on ownership to
extending the right to strike to a broad range of
workers. A member of the Interregional Deputies Group,
an informal group of more radical Supreme Soviet
members, Ryabchenko spoke at one of its first meetings
in July. He warned the group not to isolate itself by
allowing the views of a few of its members to become a
blanket Regional Group platform.

Ryabchenko was born on 2 February 1940 in
Dnepropetrovsk, a major Ukrainian industrial center. He
is a doctor of physical-mathematical sciences. He
currently heads a laboratory at the Ukrainian Academy of
Sciences' Physics Institute in Kiev.

Legal scholar Anatoliy Sobchak has emerged as a
prominent deputy in the new Soviet legislature: one
Soviet newspaper reported that when he takes the floor,
"heightened attention and expectation of something
significant can always be sensed in the hall." Aas
chairman of the Supreme Soviet's Economic Legislation
Subcommittee, Sobchak is a one of the main figures during
discussions of draft laws on cooperatives, taxation, and
many other issues.

An_Active Deputy

Since the opening of the new legislature last May,
Sobchak has frequently voiced his opinions on a variety
of topics. He has said that a deputy is not a
"petition-bearer or someone who complains, " but instead a
politician who must learn to think about the whole
country. In one of his first speeches, he attacked the
KGB and urged the legislature to enact measures to ensure
that "KGB leaders are never again part of the country's
top political leadership."” Sobchak also criticized
then-State Foreign Economic Commission chairman
Kamentsev, accusing him of Placing numerous relatives of
high-level officials in his office. Those remarks
prompted a rebutal from Premier and Politburo member
Nikolay Ryzhkov, who demanded that Sobchak submit a list
of names to back up his accusation.

A recent public-opinion poll conducted by a Soviet
journal ranked Sobchak as one of the most popular and
recognizable deputies. Sobchak is a member of the
Interregional Deputies Group (IDG), an organization of
almost 300 radical deputies co-chaired by Boris
Yel'tsin. He is also on its 25-member Coordinating
Council. Sobchak has stateg publicly that he is opposed

(cont.)
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to the IDG becoming an "opposition force" or a faction,
noting that under the conditions of a one-party system,
"a unity of views and a definite plaform are more
important." 1In his opinion, the IDG--if it

- matures--could help perestroyka and become a
"counter-weight" to conservative forces in the party and
the government,

Revising Economic Legislation

Since the Supreme Soviet has given priority to the
discussion of economic questions, Sobchak has been active
in helping to draft legislation and revise other
Proposals dealing with specific economic measures. He is
freguently called upon to clarify legal questions or to
bPresent amendments developed by his subcommittee. He has
also offered his personal views on- economic reform. For
example, he called upon the Supreme Soviet to change the
law on cooperatives to "bring an end to legalized
profitering." In his opinion, cooperatives were created
to serve the population, so anyone trying to take
advantage of that situation should be stopped.

Sobchak has also spoken out against the current
concept of socialist ownership in the Soviet Union. He
believes that it unfairly relegates "citizens' ownership"
(personal property) to a Secondary position, far behind
that of state and collective ownership. He advocates a
new way of classifying property relations that will
reverse the situation. .

Career and Personal Data

Sobchak was born on 14 February 1937 in Chita Oblast
in the Russian Republic. He is a lawyer by training and
currently serves as a department chief at the Leningrad
State University Law School. Sobchak was elected to the
Congress of People's Deputies (CPD)--after winning a
runoff election--in April 1989, and elected by the CPD to
the smaller, stanaing legislature, the Suprene Soviet the
following month. He served as chairman of the CPD
commission which investigated the 9 April Tbilisi
massacre. Sobchak was also elected as a member of the
CPD Constitutional Oversight Committee, although
disagreement over the responsibilties and organization of
that body have prevented it from meeting as of yet.

Ilmar Bisher is one of two deputy chairmen of the
Supreme Soviet "house"™ (the Soviet legislature is
bicameral) that hancles regional and interethnic issues.
An ethnic Latvian, Bisher is vocal on the issue of
equitable representation in the legislature for
individual republics. During the May 1989 session of the
Congress of USSR People's Deputies (CPD)--which elected
the members of the new Supreme Soviet--he expressed
concern that the large delegation from the Russian
Republic would swamp the Latvian delegation's mere 50
votes, and arqued that each repult:lic should decide who
was authorized to represent it in the new legislature.

He derideé the Moscow delegation, which ostensibly triec
to set a democratic example by presenting more candidates
than there were Supreme Soviet seats allocated for its
region: "Unfortunately we cannot help the Moscow
comrades if they themselves cannot tell which of the 55
deputies on their list are capable of representing their
interests."”

In addition to his Latvian agenda, Bisher has
persistently urged the development of a parliamentary
culture basec¢ on specific, written guidelines. During
the first session of the Council of Nationalities in
early June 1989, he accented the need for specific rules
on ethical and other gquestions of deputies' conduct, ané
urged the creation of a special group to establish
principles of parliamentary activity. Bisher has
complained that the lack of such guicelines has permitted
Supreme Soviet sessions to drag on unnecessarily and has
allowed guestions to be resoclved by levels of shouting or
applause. He favors a presidential "postponement veto"
to prevent decisions from being made hastily, out of

(cont.)
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emotion rather than after serious examination. A critic
of the proliferation of Supreme Soviet commissions,
Bisher has suggested that not all probleme need he solved
at the all-union level or by parliamentary means. Citing
the example of education, he said last June, "...we here
will not be able to do for the Academy of Pedagogical
Sciences what it has been unable to do for itself." He
indicated instead that the Supreme Soviet's real function
1s to address the most pressing problems facing the
country.

Bisher was born on 1 November 1930 in Riga, the
capital of the Latvian Republic. A professor at Latvian
State University, Bisher holds a doctorate in juridical
sciences. He is a member of the Communist Party of the
Soviet Union. During the 1970s Bisher headed the
Administrative Juridical Department of the Latvian
Republic Council of Ministers. He is curréntly a member
of the Republican Society of Jurists Scientific Council.
In addition to his leacdership post in the Council of
Nationalities, Bisher is a member of a commission tasked
by the CPD with presenting the Supreme Soviet with a
political appraisal of the controversial
lfolotov-Ribbentrop Pact. He also serves on the CPD's
Constitutional Commission and on a CPD commission to
evaluate the USSR Prccurator's Investigation Group headed
by Telman Gdlyan (currently under fire for its
investigation intc the conduct of Politburo member Yegor
Ligachev and other Soviet leaders). Bisher is also a
member of the Interregional Deputies Group, the
controversial group that intends to develop a
comprehensive alternative program to that of the
Communist Party.
