This morning, intern Sean Cash and I met with Nancy Crawley 
of the Senate Sergeant at Arms Office to begin planning an intern 
speaking program for the fall and winter school terms. The 
Senate Sergeant at Arms Off ice is eager to get involved and I 
think that they will be a tremendous resource for getting this 
program off the ground. The Sergeant at Arms Office will handle 
all the logistics (i.e., notifying all offices, reserving rooms, 
etc.), while our interns will be responsible for selecting 
speakers. There will be two speakers per month. 

The Sergeant at Arms Office would like this to be a bi-
partisan program and seeks both your and Senator Mitchell's 
sponsorship or support.
