= I DO NOT UNDERSTAND WHY IT IS NECESSARY TO SEND U.S
DESTROYERS TO ENFORCE SANCTIONS THIS TIME AROUND -- LAST
TIME IT WAS SAID SANCTIONS WITHOUT DESTROYERS WERE ENOUGH TO
RESULT IN THE JULY 1993 GOVERNORS ISLAND ACCORD.

- THE PRESIDENT DID NOT SAY WHAT U.S. FORCES WOULD DO IF A
FOREIGN FLAGGED VESSEL DID NOT STOP FOR INSPECTION. I HOPE
WE ARE NOT GOING TO END UP ATTACKING THE SHIPS OF OTHER
NATIONS.

= U.S. GROUND TROOPS SHOULD ONLY BE DEPLOYED TO HAITI TO

PROTECT CERTAIN GOVERNMENT OFFICIALS. WE CANNOT BE
BODYGUARDS FOR THE WORLD ANY MORE THAN WE CAN BE POLICEMEN

- THE U.S. DOES HAVE AN INTEREST IN PREVENTING MASSIVE ILLEGAL
IMMIGRATION OUT OF HAITI -- BUT WE DO NOT NOW HAVE AN
IMMIGRATION PROBLEM. THE MOST RECENT PROBLEM OF POTENTIAL
WAVES OF IMMIGRANTS WAS WHEN HAITIANS BELIEVED PRESIDENT
CLINTON'S CAMPAIGN PROMISE TO LET THEM IN -- SINCE HE HAS
REVERSED COURSE, THERE HAVE NOT BEEN MANY ECONOMIC REFUGEES
LEAVING HAITI.
