*2 MISSOURI: ASHCROFT SHREDS WHEAT'S RECORD

Ex-Gov. John Ashcroft (R) "unleashed" several attacks on the
public record of Rep. Alan Wheat (D-05). Ashcroft claimed Wheat
missed 63 floor votes in '94 -- including the 9/29 vote to
prohibit lobbyists from providing gifts and entertainment to
members of Congress. Records confirmed that Wheat was present
for 85% of votes cast, down from 96% last year. The Ashcroft
camp also said Wheat was "kind to murderers" for supporting
educational grants for prisoners. Ashcroft press sec. Doreen
Torgerson: "Wheat wants to send killers to Penn State, not the
state pen." Wheat press sec. Tony Lakavage contends "that only
one half of one percent" of the grants go to prisoners and that
they reduce "the chances of inmates returning to a life of
crime." Ashcroft also accused Wheat of voting against an '85
bill which would have required "able-bodied" recipients to work,
and said Wheat supported extending benefits to illegal
immigrants. A Wheat press release states the bill was actually
an "excessively bureaucratic amendment" and "amounted to an
unfunded mandate on states" (Murphy, K.C. STAR, 10/3). Jack
Germond and Jules Witcover note that Wheat's depleted cash
reserves have made it difficult to respond to Ashcroft's negative
TV spots: "It is an accepted axiom in politics that an allegation
unanswered is an allegation believed, so the saturation attacks
by Ashcroft have taken their toll, keeping Wheat as many as 15
percentage points behind" (Balto. SUN, 10/1). Wheat, asked why
he hadn't responded: "It's a very carefully designed strategy:
we're broke" (NPR, 10/4).

WHEAT STRIKES BACK: Attempting to punch through the "aura"
of Ashcroft with a "silver bullet," Wheat has "released critiques
of Ashcroft's record in steady waves." Dem consultant Peter
Goelz: "He's obviously turning on the gas to narrow the gap.

He's got to bloody Ashcroft up. As long as he can keep Ashcroft
at 51% or less, then he can begin to close the gap" (Murphy, KC
STAR, 10/3).
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
