STANDS FOR FREEDOM, THAT'S 

ENOUGH. WHEN WE TAKE OUR 

REVOLUTION BACK TO THE WHITE 

HOUSE IN 1996--AND WE WILL--WE 

WILL VOW THAT AMERICA'S 

POLICIES AND AMERICAN SOLDIERS 

WILL NEVER AGAIN BE IN THE 

HANDS OF THE UNITED NATIONS OR 

BOUTROS BOUTROS-GHALI. 
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ON NOVEMBER 8, THE AMERICAN 

PEOPLE ENTRUSTED REPUBLICANS
