SUBJECT: Second Annual National Unity Conference For Israel

The Congressional reception for the National Unity
Conference is scheduled to begin at 4 p.m. tomorrow in Dirksen G-
50, the Dirksen Auditorium. You are scheduled to speak at 4:45.
The organizers of the event expect 250-300 people to attend.

Food and drinks will be served beforehand at a buffet-style
dinner. You were the featured speaker at last year'’s inaugural
conference in the Mansfield Room.

You will be the first speaker at the event beginning at
approximately 4:45 p.m. (from a podium) The length of your
speech is less than 10 minutes. Syndicated columnist Cal Thomas
will serve as MC. Senators Kassebaum, Inouye, and Grams have
pledged to attend. No one has confirmed from the House of
Representatives. A number of groups will be represented at the
gathering including the Southern Baptist Convention, the
Christian Coalition, Christian Israel Public Action Campaign
(whom you saw in Sheila’s office today), and the Zionist
Organization of America. Virtually all of the groups are
conservative. There is some controversy over certain evangelical
groups who apparently want to convert Jews —-— which led some
Jewish groups to distance themselves from the Unity Conference.

Esther Levens has arranged for press releases from her
organization covering your speech. She has confirmation that NBC
will be there and is trying to get C—SPAN.

THE THEME OF YOUR CONFERENCE IS BREAKING BARRIERS AND

BREAKING BARRIERS BETWEEN CHRISTIAN AND JEW...BETWEEN ARAB AND
ISRAELI. THERE ARE MORE THAN 135 GROUPS AFFILIATED IN YOUR
EFFORT WITH SOME 40 MILLION MEMBERS. AS I SAID LAST YEAR, IF
ESTHER GETS INVOLVED IN SOMETHING, CHANCES ARE IT’'S GOING TO WORK
OUT PRETTY WELL.

I KNOW YOU ARE MEETING ON A NUMBER OF ISSUES RELATED TO
AMERICAN SUPPORT FOR ISRAEL. YOUR EFFORT -- BETTER THAN ANY
OTHER —- SHOWS THAT SUPPORT FOR ISRAEL IS NOT A MATTER FOR ONE
RELIGIOUS FAITH. AND SUPPORT FOR ISRAEL IS NOT JUST A RELIGIOUS
INTEREST, IT IS A NATIONAL INTEREST.

ON THE FOREIGN POLICY FRONT, THERE HAS BEEN A LOT OF
TALK LATELY ABOUT "REPUBLICAN ISOLATIONISM." SOME OF THAT TALK
IS PRETTY IRONIC BECAUSE IT COMES FROM A WHITE HOUSE WHICH USED
TO BOAST ABOUT ITS DOMESTIC FOCUS. REPUBLICANS PROVIDED THE
